iv. POLICY MOTION: EXPO LINE ACCESS: PARKING: Whereas the lack of MTA parking in the design for
the Expo Line Phase Two Westwood and Sepulveda (Casden) stations will discourage use of the line and
increase congestion and parking scarcity in Mar Vista and the Westside. Therefore, the Mar Vista
Community Council requests that the Transit Neighborhood Plan being developed by the City of Los
Angeles investigate and pursue incentives to develop devoted Expo Line rider parking at these stations.

v. POLICY MOTION: EXPO LINE ACCESS: BIKES: Whereas Mar Vista Community Council supports the
use of alternative modes of transportation to access the two Mar Vista-adjacent Expo Line Phase Two
stations at Westwood and Sepulveda (Casden) to reduce traffic congestion, including the use of bicycles.
However, unless there are clearly marked bike lanes along Sepulveda/Sawtelle and Westood Boulevards,
potential users of the Expo Line will either be discouraged from using the Expo Line, or they will place
themselves and drivers at risk by biking along unmarked congested thoroughfares. Therefore, the Mar
Vista Community Council requests that the Transit Neighborhood Plan being developed by the City of Los
Angeles provide for safe, reliable bike lanes to and from the Westwood and Sepulveda (Casden) stations.

ATTACHMENT A: DRAFT LETTER RE SANTA MONICA LIBRARY NON RESIDENT PAYMENT POLICY

Dear :

It has come to our attention that since July 2013, effective as individual library cards expire, nonresidents of Santa Monica must pay
a $25 yearly charge for a Santa Monica library card. We respectfully request that Santa Monica, in line with Los Angeles and most
every municipality within the County of Los Angeles, return to its pre-July 2013 policy of allowing nonresidents to obtain Santa
Monica library cards without charge.

We appreciate that Santa Monica, like every other local government (including ours), is looking for ways to raise needed revenue.
We do not think, however, that moneys should be raised by charging nonresidents for library cards. It makes our libraries less
accessible, especially to the poorest segment of our population who may not be able to afford the new charge. Our nation’s
longstanding tradition of free libraries is based on the principle that public libraries are fundamental to an informed public necessary
for democracy. We believe the cherished principles underlying free public libraries should override the financial reasons behind the
charge.

In sum, we respectfully request that the City of Santa Monica rescind this new charge and return to its former policy of not charging
nonresidents for library cards.
