· Address documented patterns of traffic collisions

At locations where there is an immediate concern for traffic safety, DOT will review Police Department records of reported accidents at the location, and if a specific accident pattern is identified, DOT staff will initiate a more comprehensive investigation.   Depending upon the specific situation, DOT may recommend the installation of a traffic signal, or modification to the existing signal operation, if funding can be identified, or additional regulatory or warning signs, pavement markings, or parking restrictions.  Unless there is a documented accident pattern, concerns about speeding should be referred to the Police Department.  

· Provide required traffic control devices at schools

When formally requested through LAUSD, DOT will conduct an investigation to determine if additional traffic controls can be justified in order to improve driver and pedestrian safety adjacent to schools.   This includes installation and maintenance of legally required school warning and speed limit signs, as well as school loading zones, all-way stop control, turn restrictions, and marked crosswalks.  Requests from private schools and charter schools will be addressed in a similar manner.  Requests for traffic signals or traffic signal modifications adjacent to schools will be limited to locations where such improvements can be justified by Police Department records of accident patterns, and where funding is identified.

· Conduct traffic engineering studies to comply with legal requirements, such as for speed limits

DoT will continue to conduct traffic engineering studies as requested by the Police Department, in order to allow streets posted with speed limits to legally be enforced, per California Vehicle Code.  Traffic Engineering services will be available to investigate specific locations where the existing traffic controls may not comply with specific State and Federal requirements, or where additional traffic controls may be necessary to comply with existing laws and standards, and the staff will prepare any necessary reports and work orders to ensure any compliance deficiencies are resolved.  Staff will accept requests to maintain existing signs, striping, or curb zones via e-mail or voice mail, and forward safety related requests to maintenance crews.   Requests related to traffic congestion will no longer be addressed.   Requests for malfunctioning traffic signals need to be directed to “3-1-1”.    

· Provide technical support for litigation and other requests from the City Attorney’s Office

DOT will continue to provide expedited support for all requests received from the City Attorney’s Office, including assistance with interpretation of records, litigation, and testimony.

· Provide technical support for TEMPORARY traffic control plans for projects where permits are required, such as construction or special events

DOT will continue to provide review, comments, and plan acceptance for traffic plans submitted to the DOT, where a permit has been obtained, for projects designed or constructed by non-city personnel, including B-Permit traffic signal or striping plans, construction plans where Traffic Lane Requirements or a Worksite Traffic Control Plan is required, and haul routes.   DOT District Office staff will only provide limited assistance for Special Events, including consideration of event parking provisions, if a Special Events permit has been obtained.  DOT does not provide “expedite service” for plan reviews of any kind.  

Where temporary “Parking Permitted” or “No Parking/Stopping” signs need to be installed for a period of 30 days or less, contact DOT Special Traffic Control at 213-485-2298 to make arrangements to purchase these signs.   

· Provide plan review for PERMANENT IMPROVEMENTS FOR plans submitted by private consultants and other City departments

DOT will continue to provide review, comments, and plan acceptance for traffic plans submitted to the DOT, where a permit has been obtained, for projects designed or constructed by non-DOT personnel, including B-Permit traffic signal or striping plans.  DOT does not provide “expedite service” for plan reviews of any kind.

· PRepare work orders for approved projects that require changes to signs, roadway striping, or painted curb zones

DOT will continue to prepare the required work orders for approved and funded striping or signal projects that require changes to signs, roadway markings, or curb zones.  DOT will continue to work with the Police Department where parking restrictions are urgently needed to address criminal activities.

· COMMUNITY OUTREACH

The District Engineer at each office may be available to attend community or Council Office initiated meetings during regular working hours (not including furlough time), with proper advance notice. · Requests for loading zones on blocks without parking meters.   For loading zone requests in parking meter zones, contact DOT Meter Planning at 213-473-8270.

· Requests for changes to parking restrictions on blocks without parking meters, except where parking needs to be prohibited for safety reasons.   For changes in parking meter zones, contact DOT Meter Planning at 213-473-8270.

· Requests for “Persons with Disabilities Parking Zones” (blue curb).

· Requests for turn signals or signs prohibiting turns where there is not a history of accidents

· Requests for Neighborhood Traffic Management (NTM) programs to address speeding and cut-through traffic on residential streets, such as speed-humps, extra stop signs, partial street closures, peak hour turn restrictions, or one-way streets.

· Requests for new crosswalks to be installed as a DOT improvement project. 
· Requests for new traffic signals or stop signs that cannot be justified by excessive numbers of documented accidents.
· Requests for Overnight Parking Districts where permits are not involved.   Any requests for permit parking districts of any kind need to be directed to DOT Permit Parking Division at 213-473-8260.
· Requests for review and acceptance of Neighborhood Watch signs

· Requests for other traffic signs, such as “No Unhitched Trailers”, community or neighborhood name signs, and “No Trucks Over 6000 Pounds” signs, where the signs cannot be justified for safety reasons
· Requests to investigate traffic congestion problems.  Call “3-1-1” to report dark or flashing signal displays, broken pedestrian push-buttons, or equipment problems.
· Staff will not be available for “drop-by” counter service, and appointments will be required.   Staff will not be readily available for spontaneous field or office meetings.  District Office direct telephone assistance will no longer be available.  Callers can leave a voice mail message with details, if necessary.
