Minutes

1. Call to order – Meeting called to order at 9:34 am
2. Approval of minutes – Minutes of the previous meeting were approved as presented.
3. Public Comment  

Sheri Akers reported that the Green Committee is going to be featured in Angeleno Magazine. She also reported on a meeting with CyberRain smart sprinkling, working with DWP on pilot program.


Kate Anderson commented on Bluebird boxes for sale. Suggested to be guests at Green Booth.
4. Joint Administrative Motion with Transportation & Infrastructure Committee: The Mar Vista Community Council shall file an application for the EPA Green Power Community Initiative.

James Brennan presented updates to the application process – EPA to waive municipality requirement and also addressed concerns about LADWP Green Power.


Joseph Treves asked about Whole Foods buying renewable energy credits and asked what does Mar Vista get from participation in the EPA program. James responded: guidance and marketing tools and recognition as first ever to accomplish as a neighborhood


Christopher McKinnon as about 2018 goal of 100%, and commented that this program’s goal was only 3%.


Babak Nahid asked what the majority of community using LADWP Green Power. He asked why PR is important. He commented that DWP is in a mess and the authenticity of Green Power is being questioned. He is concerned about being tied to the DWP.


Steve Fox asked what the definition of Green Power is – wind, biomass, geothermal, solar.


Albert Olson commented on trying to bring actual clean power to the community rather than buying credits.


Motion passed. (1 abstention)
5. Discussion of how to partner with Education Committee to bring solar power to schools using existing bond funds. Kate Anderson and Babak Nahid were present and agreed to agendize the item on the Educatino Committee’s next meeting.
6. Policy Motion: MVCC requests to be added to LADWP’s Recycled Water Advisory Group.


Motion passed.

7. Discussion and possible motion regarding city’s proposed change to sidewalk ordinance which would require homeowners to repair sidewalks. Council File 05-1853.


Sherri Akers commented that this item belongs in T&I committee, but we could influenece the proposal.


Joseph Treves commented that trees could be removed by homeowners.


Laura Bodensteiner commented on Santa Monica’s use of permeable reuseable sidewalks.
