CURRENT LANGUAGE:  
Article VIII 
MEETINGS 

 
Section 2: Agenda 

 
Board Meeting Agendas. An item shall be placed on the agenda by the Chair for the next 
meeting of the Board, upon the request of a Director.  
 
Petitioning the Board. An item may be placed on the agenda of a Board Meeting by a petition 
signed by not less than ten (10) Stakeholders. Such a petition shall be submitted to the Chair at 
least fourteen (14) calendar days prior to the scheduled meeting. Petitioners shall be permitted 
to make a presentation to the Board, regarding the petition, not to exceed ten (10) minutes.  

PROPOSED LANGUAGE:  
Article VIII 
MEETINGS 

 
Section 2: Agenda 

 
Board Meeting Agendas. An item shall be placed on the agenda by the Chair for the next 
meeting of the Board, upon the timely request of a Director or a Committee. All requests 
submitted at least 120 hours (5 days) prior to the scheduled start of the meeting shall be 
deemed timely. Acceptance of late submittals is at the discretion of the chair; those not 
accepted shall be included on the agenda of the next meeting. 
 
Petitioning the Board. An item may be placed on the agenda of a Board Meeting by a petition 
signed by not less than ten (10) Stakeholders. Such a petition shall be submitted to the Chair at 
least fourteen (14) calendar days prior to the scheduled meeting. Petitioners shall be permitted 
to make a presentation to the Board, regarding the petition, not to exceed ten (10) minutes.  

RATIONALE: 
Currently, the bylaws defines clear rules for submittal of stakeholder petitions but is vague on rules 
for Director and Committee motions, thus giving the chair a lot of leeway in excluding the motions. 
This change corrects that.
