LADOT Agenda Items

Old Business – Progress Reports & Further Discussion of tabled items from the July 20th Meeting:   

      Item #1:  Follow-up report by Rudy G. re: study of a request to convert the intersection of Ocean View Ave. and Charnock Rd. to an all-way STOP by adding STOP signs on Charnock on the east and west sides of Ocean View.  This intersection has become dangerous due to vehicles speeding through Charnock, using it as a cut-thru to avoid the increased traffic backups on Centinela Ave.and leading to accidents and danger to nearby residents.  [LADOT]       


Item #2:  Follow-up by Rudy G., re: a request for installation of a flashing crosswalk across Washington Place at the corner of either Marcasel Ave. or East Blvd. for pedestrian traffic to and from the Oval, reporting the results of his study as to whether the volume of pedestrians trying to cross Washington at either Marcasel Ave. or East Blvd. would justify such an installation. [LADOT] 

Item #3:  Re: stakeholder complaints about cars speeding on Marco Place between Beethoven St. and Walgrove Ave., an LAPD speed trailer placed at Marco and Redwood recorded average speeds in a 24-hour period of just under the 25 mph speed limit, but LAPD will continue to monitor this street, with schools now reopened, to check for speeding and for cars blowing through the STOP sign on Marco at Maplewood.  In addition, stakeholders have asked that LADOT study the need for additional STOP signs on Marco for speed and safety control, because many children reside in and walk to nearby schools  in this neighborhood.  [LADOT & LAPD] 


Item #4:  Follow-up report by Rudy G. re: a visibility problem for left turns onto Walgrove Ave. from Marco Pl..  The red zone at this intersection is so short that drivers turning left (south) across the oncoming (northbound) traffic cannot see that traffic until past the corner, making the turn very risky, and it has been suggested that extending the “no parking” zone further south on the east side of Walgrove would increase visibility and decrease risk for drivers turning left from Marco onto Walgrove.    [LADOT]  
New Business – Items for Discussion: 


Item #1:  Installation of All-Way STOP sign control at Stoner Ave. and Allaseba Dr. has been authorized after an LADOT study and was confirmed by Rudy G. in an August 24 e-mail message, with work to be competed within 4-6 weeks.  [No further action is required of this Committee.]

Item #1:  Another follow-up report from Len N. on his investigation into whether or not the two businesses, a Tate Cookie dealership and a car dealership, operating on Bledsoe Ave. and storing and parking their many business vehicles on this residential street, preventing residents from using the curb parking spaces, are operating under valid business licenses.   [CD11] 
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Item #2:  Follow-up report from Officer Ramlo addressing survey and enforcement action re: stakeholder complaints about drivers constantly running several STOP signs on Lucille Ave. between Beethoven St. and Walgrove Ave., next to two schools where the safety of children during school hours is at risk.   [LAPD] 

Item #3:  Follow-up report by Len N. re: stakeholder complaints about a junk sorting/scrap metal business operating on the street at Wade St. and Pacific Ave. which intimidates neighboring residents who object to noise, trash and excessive use of parking spaces, and a request for enforcement of any violations involved.  [CD11] 

Item #4:  Follow-up report from Officer Ramlo – re: a stakeholder’s complaint that a large silver RV (Calif. license plate 1HDN996) parks for a week at a time on Palms Blvd. near Ashwood, Maplewood and vicinity and also on Appleton in the same area -- as to whether he was able to contact the owner to advise and warn about the 72-hour parking limit on these residential streets.  [LAPD]
New Business – Items for Discussion: 

Item #1:  A stakeholder reports that at least 75-100 cars speed southbound through the Frances Ave./Caswell Ave. intersection, “blowing through” at 30-60 mph every afternoon from 12 Noon to 6 p.m., creating a “speedway,” and he says this has been happening ever since STOP signs were installed at that location last year.  He requests police attention and enforcement to stop this dangerous condition in his neighborhood.   [LAPD]
