LADOT Agenda Items

Old Business – Progress Reports & Further Discussion of tabled items from the May 18th Meeting:   

     
Item #1:  Follow-up report from Rudy G. re: a continuing problem at the north end of the Overland Ave. bridge over the 10 Fwy, where many vehicles illegally use the northbound traffic lane as a second right-turn lane to access the westbound 10 Fwy onramp, and whether LADOT has now or will place a sign on the south side of the bridge at the traffic signal to detail the correct use of the northbound right lanes.  [LADOT & LAPD]      

 
Item #2:  Follow-up report by Rudy G. re: study of a request to convert the intersection of Ocean View Ave. and Charnock Rd. to an all-way STOP by adding STOP signs on Charnock on the east and west sides of Ocean View.  Due to changing traffic patterns since this same request was denied several years ago, this intersection has now become dangerous because vehicles are speeding through Charnock, using it as a cut-thru route to avoid increasing traffic backups on Centinela Ave. and leading to accidents and danger to nearby residents.  [LADOT]      

New Business – Items for Discussion: 


Item #1:  A stakeholder requests installation of a flashing crosswalk across Washington Place, either from the corner of Marcasel Ave. or East Blvd., if possible using solar-powered lights.  There is a lot of pedestrian traffic in the Oval, with many people walking on the large parkways, but increasing traffic has made it more difficult and dangerous to cross Washington Pl.  [LADOT] 

Item #2:  A stakeholder who lives on the corner of Marco Pl. and Maplewood Ave. says he and his neighbors observe cars traveling on Marco at a high rate of speed and blowing through the STOP sign at Marco & Maplewood, which is the only STOP sign on Marco between Beethoven St. and Walgrove Ave.  There are many young children in the neighborhood and the residents would like to have more STOP signs installed along Marco, as well as speed humps when those become available.  [LADOT] 


Item #3:  Stakeholder also cites a visibility problem for left turns onto Walgrove Ave. from Marco Pl. (where Marco ends).  The red zone at this intersection is very short so that drivers turning left (south) across oncoming traffic cannot see that traffic until it is too late, making the turn very risky.  He suggests extending the “no parking” zone further south on the east side of Walgrove to increase the visibility for drivers turning left from Marco onto Walgrove.  [LADOT] 

Item #4:  A stakeholder who lives on Redwood Ave. is concerned about large RVs parking in her neighborhood around Mark Twain Middle School on a regular basis, with people living in the vehicles, running their generators at all hours, having curbside barbeques, and collecting human waste in buckets under the vehicles.  Most of them know enough to move after 72 hours but she would like to see signs such as “no overnight parking for large vehicles” or “no parking of large vehicles and trailers” posted around the Mark Twain Middle School. Item #1:  Follow-up report from Len N. re: whether or not the two businesses, a Tate Cookie dealership and a car dealership, operating on Bledsoe Ave. and storing/parking their many business vehicles on this residential street, preventing residents from using the curb parking spaces, are operating under valid business licenses.   [CD11] 

Item #2:  Follow-up report by Len N. re: residents’ complaints about three large telephone poles erected (with permits) by AT&T close to property lines in an alley in the 3000 block of Stoner Ave. between Barrington and Stoner north of Navy St., as to whether appropriate notice was given to the property owners before installation of the poles.  [CD11]  

New Business – Items for Discussion:


Item #1:  A stakeholder complains about drivers constantly running STOP signs on Lucille Ave. between Beethoven and Walgrove, where there are three signs to slow and stop traffic next to two schools, and requests increased police enforcement, especially for the safety of children during school hours.  [LAPD] 


Item #2:  A stakeholder is concerned about criminal activity/drug dealing reportedly coming from 3517 Greenwood Ave. in the alley, according to Facebook posts of traffic stopped on Palms Blvd. for drug sales, and asks that this be investigated.  It is an unverified rumor that the dealer(s) are living in a back yard shed behind a high fence and vegetation.  [LAPD] 


Item #3:  A stakeholder complains about a junk sorting/scrap metal business operating on the street at Wade St. and Pacific Ave., intimidating neighboring residents who object to noise, trash and excessive use of parking spaces.   A request is made for enforcement of any violations this creates.  [CD11] 

Item #4:  Street Services is requested to trim thick branches which completely hide a Barry Ave. street sign at the southwest corner of the Barry Ave./Victoria intersection, with only the lower portion of the metal post visible to cars traveling east on Victoria.  [CD11] 

Item #5:  A stakeholder reports that a large silver RV (Blue Bird) has been parking for a week at a time on Palms Blvd. near Ashwood, Maplewood and vicinity and is now on Appleton near those streets.  She asks if there is a penalty for long-term RV parking but can’t tell whether people are living in the vehicle.  License plate is California 1HDN996 and the vehicle is “quite dilapidated”.  [LAPD]
