Item #1:  Follow-up reports on a continuing problem at the National/Overland onramp to the east 10 Fwy, where southbound vehicles are blocked from making a left turn from Overland onto the ramp by vehicles northbound on Overland, and where northbound vehicles on Overland continue to illegally use the regular right lane as a turn lane for the onramp to the east 10 Fwy. Item #2:  Follow-up reports re: property owner complaints about three large telephone poles erected close to property lines in an alley in the 3000 block of Stoner Ave. between Barrington and Stoner north of Navy St.  [LADOT & CD11]    

New Business – Items for Discussion: 


Item #1:  Request for conversion of the intersection of Ocean View Ave. and Charnock Rd. to an all-way STOP by adding STOP signs on Charnock at the east and west sides of Ocean View.

Note:  This same request was made several years ago (Oct. 2013) due to visibility problems at that time in this intersection, and LADOT studied and denied it but did extend the red curbs to expand visibility from both streets.  However, traffic patterns have changed since then, and this intersection has become dangerous again now due to vehicles speeding through Charnock, using it as a cut-thru route to avoid the increasing traffic backups on Centinela Ave., leading to accidents and danger to nearby residents.  Therefore the request should now be reconsidered.  [LADOT & LAPD]       


Item #2:  Request to change the traffic signal at the intersection of Rose Ave. and Walgrove Ave. to clear a major backup onto Rose Ave. hill daily between 7-10 AM, with westbound idling vehicles lined up waiting for the signal to change so they can proceed ahead.  Most of these cars are waiting to turn right on Walgrove/23rd St. to go to Santa Monica at this morning commuter time.  Suggested cure is a right turn arrow and green light so the vehicles are not waiting in front of homes, pouring out exhaust fumes and loud radios noise for 10 minutes at a time.  [LADOT]
