MINUTES of Mar Vista Bi-Monthly LADOT/CD11/LAPD Traffic Committee Meeting

May 18, 2016


The Bi-Monthly meeting of the Mar Vista Bi-Monthly LADOT/CD11/LAPD Traffic Committee was called to order at 10:15 a.m. on Wednesday, May 18, 2016 at the West Los Angeles office of CD11 Councilman Mike Bonin, 1645 Corinth Ave., Room 201, Los Angeles, CA 90025.  The meeting was chaired by Linda Guagliano (MVCC Liaison) and attended by Rudy Guevara (LADOT Western District Engineer), Len Nguyen (CD11 Field Deputy), and Officer Paul Ramlo (LAPD West Traffic Division CTSU), and one guest, Joseph Galloway (CD5 Community Director).  

All present signed the attendance sheet, and approved the Minutes of the March 16, 2016 meeting 

after one correction, changing “after a second left-turn lane to the onramp for westbound 10 Fwy” (see  paragraph 2, Item #3, LADOT Agenda Old Business) to read instead “after a second right-turn lane . . .”. 

Agenda items were then discussed as follows.

LADOT Agenda Items:
Old Business -       


Item #1:  Following up on problems at the National/Overland onramp to the east 10 Fwy, where southbound vehicles have been blocked from making a left turn onto the ramp by northbound vehicles stopped in the intersection across the ramp, Officer Paul Ramlo said that this blocking has mostly stopped since the installation of an additional “Do Not Block Intersection” sign at the northbound limit line before the onramp.  [No further action by this Committee at this time.]
As for vehicles illegally using the northbound right lane on the north side of the bridge to turn right onto the onramp to the westbound 10 Fwy, Rudy G. said that the second right-turn lane was previously removed for the safety of pedestrians using the crosswalk at that location.  Joseph G. and Officer Ramlo then suggested placing a sign at the south side traffic signal showing the correct use of the northbound right lanes.  Rudy G. said he would investigate that suggestion and report at or before the next meeting.  [Tabled for a follow-up report on LADOT’s decision whether to post a new sign detailing use of northbound lanes.]   

Item #2:  Following up on property owner complaints about three large telephone poles erected in the 3000 block of Stoner Ave. in the alley between Barrington and Stoner north of Navy St., Len N. said he asked Bureau of Street Services about these poles and BOSS said AT&T had permits to install the poles but could not verify that residents were notified.  Len will search to see if any notification was in fact given to the residents.  [Tabled for CD11 follow-up and moved to Other Agenda for the next meeting.] 
New Business -    


Item #1:  Rudy G. said he will do a study on a request for conversion of the intersection of Ocean View Ave. and Charnock Rd. to an all-way STOP by adding STOP signs on Charnock at the east and west sides of Ocean View.  It was noted that when this same request was made but denied several years ago, the reason was to enhance visibility for vehicles entering the intersection, which was done instead by extending the red curbs on both streets.  This new request is made due to changes in traffic patterns since 2013, with vehicles now speeding through Charnock Rd.and using it as a cut-through route to bypass traffic backups on Centinela Ave., causing many accidents and presenting dangers for nearby residents and pedestrians.   [Tabled for LADOT follow-up report at the next meeting.] 

Item #2:  A request was made for a northbound right-turn arrow/green light at the intersection of Rose Ave. and Walgrove Ave. to facilitate movement of vehicles idling on Rose Ave. and waiting to turn north from Rose onto Walgrove/23rd St. during the 7-10 a.m. morning commute.  Rudy G. said a right-turn arrow cannot be installed without a striped lane and this street is not wide enough to install another lane, and so granting this request is not possible.  [No further action by this Committee.] 
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Other Agenda Items: 

Old Business -  

Item #1:  Re: whether two businesses, a Tate Cookie dealership and a car dealership, operating on Bledsoe Ave. and storing/parking their business vehicles on this residential street and thus preventing residents from using the parking spaces, are operating under business licenses, Len N. reported that he has not been able to find Tate permits to do business and park its vehicles on this residential street and if they do park there, the vehicles are not marked with Tate business identification.  However, he will run plate numbers for all the vehicles parked on this street to identify which cars belong to the car dealer located at Bledsoe and Venice Blvd.  [Tabled for a further CD11 report at the next meeting.] 

Item #2:  A request to BOSS to install handicap “sloped curbs” at all four corners of Morningside Way and Rose Ave. has been completed, according to an e-mail received from resident and MVCC Zone 6 Director Valerie Davidson, and she reports that several neighbors have told her how happy they are to use the sidewalks to get to the park with their wheel chairs and strollers.  [No further action by this Committee.]    

New Business – 

No items of new business were received for this Agenda.

The meeting was adjourned at 11:15 a.m.
