LADOT Agenda Items

Old Business – Progress Reports & Further Discussion of tabled items from the Jan. 20th Meeting:   

     
Item #1:  In a February 9th e-mail, LADOT’s Rudy Guevara confirmed that all work orders have been completed re: installation of traffic control signs on streets around the Mar Vista Farmers Market changing Sunday enforcement times from 7AM-4PM to 7AM-5PM.  [No further action by this Committee.] 
 
Item #2:  Progress report from Rudy Guevara re: his study of a request for a left-turn signal with sensor for traffic heading west on National Blvd, and turning left on Barrington (to relieve back-up caused by cut-thru traffic off the 405 and 10 freeways) and whether he has received any comments from the stakeholder who requested it. [LADOT]     


Item #3:  Follow-up reports on fixing a continuing problem at the National/Overland onramp to the east 10 Fwy where southbound vehicles are blocked from making a left turn from Overland onto the Freeway onramp by cars traveling north on Overland:  from Rudy Guevara re: his progress in adding another “Do Not Block Intersection” sign on the south side of the on-ramp, and by LAPD officers monitoring and enforcing the signage during peak hours when most blockage occurs by citing/ticketing disobedient drivers.  [LADOT & LAPD]  

Item #4:  In a follow-up e-mail report dated Feb. 11th, Rudy Guevara confirmed that the illegal signs installed by the Post Office in the alley next to the building, banning vehicles from exiting the parking lot onto Grand View Blvd., have been removed, but markings painted on the pavement are still in place, pending eventual removal by a City contractor.  [No further action by this Committee.]  


Item #5:  Re: a request to replace vandalized one-way signs along the alley between Mountain View Ave. and Inglewood Blvd., work orders were sent to field crews, work is in progress and LADOT will work with law enforcement to prevent further vandalizing.   [No further action by this Committee at this time.] 

New Business – Items for Discussion:


Item #1:  A stakeholder asks whether anyone knows who erected three large poles in the 3000 block of Stoner Ave. in the alley between Barrington Ave. and Stoner Ave., north of Navy Street.   These appear to be AT&T telephone poles, are extremely close to property lines of several homes, the homeowners were not consulted about the locations, and they are very upset.  [LADOT & CD11] 

Item #2:  LADOT has completed an engineering study for and authorized the installation of an all-way STOP sign control at the intersection of Lyceum Ave. and Zanja St. as a traffic safety measure due to visibility issues caused by the street geometry, a property wall and parked vehicles.  Rudy Guevara is asked to advise as to the date when this installation is scheduled to be completed.  [LADOT]

Item #1:  Follow-up report from Len Nguyen re: whether the two businesses operating on Bledsoe Ave. and storing/parking their many business vehicles on this residential street, preventing residents from using the parking spaces, are operating under a business license. Item #2:  Follow-up report from Len Nguyen, as to the installation by BOSS of  “handicap” sloped curbs at all four corners of Morningside Way and Rose Ave. as existing curbs are too high to allow wheelchairs, strollers, walkers, etc. access to or across from the street from the sidewalk.  [See, Other Agenda, Old Business Item 3 in January 20th Minutes for further details.]   [CD11]

Item #3:  Follow-up report from Len Nguyen on further response from Street Services for future scheduled street cleaning on the south side of Palms Blvd. across from Mar Vista Park, and on his combined efforts with LAPD Sr. Lead Officer Adrian Acosta to keep vehicles from parking and dumping trash in violation of signs limiting parking of oversize vehicles and no parking at certain hours.  [CD11] 

Item #4:  Re: a request from a stakeholder for help with speeding on Rose Ave. between Walgrove Ave. and Morningside Way, Officer Paul Ramlo sent the following e-mail dated Feb. 25th:  “ I have completed my investigation into the speed complaint on Rose Ave. between Walgrove and Morningside.   There is no speed problem.  The speed survey returned showing that the average speed is only 23.59 MPH in a 25 MPH zone.  And each time I went there I did not observe any speeders.”   [No further action by this Committee at this time.]
