LADOT Agenda Items

Old Business – Progress Reports & Further Discussion of tabled items from the July 15th Meeting:   

     
Item #1:  Updated reports from LADOT (Brandon Wilson was assigned by his supervisor to process work orders) and from Len Nguyen re: traffic control signs installed on streets adjacent to the Sunday Mar Vista Farmers Market, as to whether all the new signs changing enforcement time on Sundays from 7AM-4PM to 7AM-5PM have been or will soon be installed or are still in process.  [LADOT & CD11]  

 
Item #2:  Re: a stakeholder request for installation of STOP signs on Victoria Ave where it crosses Barry Ave., creating an all-way STOP at this intersection for safety reasons, Mo Blorfroshan reports that a study was conducted at this intersection including LAPD records and other engineering considerations and data and that the review and supporting data failed to satisfy LADOT’s guidelines for installation of an all-way STOP sign control at this location.  Therefore, the requested sign installation cannot be justified at this time.  [No further action by this Committee at this time.]  

New Business – Items for Discussion: 
Item #1:  A stakeholder has asked for help with a traffic cut-through issue on Keeshen Drive on weekday evenings, where people driving south on Inglewood Blvd. cross Venice Blvd. and turn right (west) onto Pacific, drive one block and turn left on Keeshen, then speed one block on Keeshen to Mitchell and turn left again to re-join Inglewood.  This apparent short-cut attempt creates a dangerous situation on residential Keeshen Dr.  Residents have suggested a sign for “No Right Turn 4-6 PM” on Inglewood at Pacific Ave., or making Keeshen a one-way street going north, and request a review to provide a solution for their ongoing problem.  [LADOT] 
Item #2:  Keeshen Drive residents also request information about getting parking permits for their street, what the process is for doing that and with what agency.  [LADOT & CD11] 

Item #3:  A stakeholder requests that the present two-way STOP at Stoner Ave. and Navy St. be changed to an all-way STOP to mitigate Barrington Ave. cut-thru traffic south of National Blvd. from turning off on Navy and speeding through residential Stoner where there are also two schools.  [LADOT]             

Other Agenda Items:

Old Business – Progress reports & Further Discussion of tabled items from the July 15th Meeting:


Item #1:  Progress report from Len Nguyen re: how Caltrans, in response to his repeated requests to fix deep curbside potholes at the westbound bus stop on the northwest corner at the Venice Blvd. and Beethoven St. intersection, finally spread some asphalt on the bus pad, but Len then asked that this very rough surface be smoothed out.  A report is needed on whether that work has been completed.  [CD11] 
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Item #2:  Further follow-up from Len Nguyen re: the lack of signs at a small strip mall at the southwest corner of McLaughlin on Venice next to East Blvd. to limit entry from McLaughlin only and exit onto East Blvd. only to mitigate a traffic safety problem, and whether he has by now received any response from the property owner about installing appropriate directional signs in this mall. [CD11] 


Item #3:  Further follow-up report from Len Nguyen re: whether he has now received a reply to his request to Caltrans Transportation Engineer Yunus Gahus for data explaining why the speed limit on Venice Blvd. through “downtown” Mar Vista is 40MPH (between Sepulveda and Walgrove) when it is 35MPH east of Sepulveda Blvd. and west of Walgrove Ave.

 A further report from Len is requested concerning what improvements to reduce the speed limit and/or have traffic-calming effects were announced/discussed at the August 6th meeting on the “Great Streets” project streetscape proposal plan.   [CD11]  
New Business – Items for Discussion:     


Item #1:  A stakeholder has complained about gridlocked traffic on McLaughlin Ave. between Venice Blvd. and Washington Pl. during morning (7-9 am) and evening (4-7 pm) commuter hours, such that residents cannot get out of their driveways, and says that it has gotten much worse as the Playa Vista housing project progresses.  He has asked whether, with new phases of that project moving ahead, developers such as Playa Vista, and others in the Marina del Rey area, are responsible in any way for providing a traffic plan for surrounding areas, such as Los Angeles and Culver City.  [CD11] 


Item #2:  At the March meeting, Officer Martin Barricio stated that LAPD enforcement is underway to control speeding, backups and gridlock during the afternoon commuter rush hour traffic on Walgrove/23rd St. between Palms Blvd. and Santa Monica Airport, and he is requested to describe the measures being undertaken to unsnarl the traffic mess on that stretch of roadway.  [LAPD]
