LADOT Agenda Items

Old Business – Progress Reports & Further Discussion of tabled items from the Nov. 18th Meeting:   

     
Item #1:  Updated reports from LADOT and Len Nguyen, re: traffic control signs installed on streets adjacent to the Sunday Mar Vista Farmers Market, as to whether all the new signs changing enforcement time on Sundays from 7AM-4PM to 7AM-5PM have now been installed.  [LADOT & CD11]  

 
Item #2:  A stakeholder requested help with a traffic cut-thru issue on Keeshen Drive on weekday evenings when people driving south on Inglewood Blvd. crossed Venice Blvd., turned right (west) onto Pacific, drove one block, turned left on Keeshen, then sped one block on Keeshen to Mitchell and turned left again to re-join Inglewood, creating a dangerous situation on residential Keeshen Dr.  A report is now needed from LADOT as to whether a Petition has been completed and filed requesting signs on Pacific reading “No Left Turn 4-6 PM Mon-Fri” forcing traffic to continue west on Pacific to Grand View and thus eliminating the cut-thru onto Keeshen, and if so, what if any action is presently being taken by LADOT.  (At last contact with the resident in charge of getting the Petition signed, the residents were split on approving the sign installation because it would also prevent them from turning into their own street and no further info has been received since that time.)   [LADOT] 
Item #3: An e-mail January 12th from Rudy Guevara, re: a study requesting that a 2-way STOP at Stoner Ave. and Navy St. be changed to an all-way STOP to mitigate Barrington Ave. cut-thru traffic south of National Blvd. from turning off on Navy and speeding thru residential Stoner Ave., states that engineering and supporting data failed to satisfy any of LADOT’s guidelines for an all-way stop sign control at this intersection, and in addition a review of LAPD’s records did not reveal an operational problem with the lack of stop sign control at this intersection.   [No further action by this Committee.] 


Item #4:  Progress report from Rudy Guevara re: a request for a left-turn signal with sensor for backed up traffic heading west on National Blvd. and turning left onto Barrington, to relieve backup currently being experienced which is caused by cut-thru traffic coming off the 405 and 10 freeways onto National; and whether any response was received from the requesting stakeholder after LADOT’s advice that an easy left-turn signal could encourage further cut-thru traffic on Barrington.   [LADOT] 


Item #5:  Progress reports re: plans to fix a continuing problem at the National/Overland onramp to the east 10 Fwy -- where southbound vehicles are blocked from making a left turn from Overland onto the Freeway onramp by cars traveling north on Overland -- by adding another “Do Not Block Intersection” sign on the south side of the on-ramp, and by LAPD monitoring and enforcing the signage during peak hours when most blockage occurs by citing/ticketing disobedient drivers.  [LADOT & LAPD]  
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Item #6:  Stakeholder who lives at 3839 Bledsoe Ave. complained that his block has become a short-cut to the 405 Fwy, with cars traveling east on Venice Blvd. and turning right (south) onto Bledsoe, and asked LADOT to suggest control measures to prevent this cut-thru traffic from speeding through his neighborhood.   He was advised that STOP signs already at Bledsoe and Matteson are intended to slow traffic, but was told to check whether two businesses operating on that street are licensed.  That task was turned over to Len Nguyen for investigation and a report at the next meeting.  [No LADOT action required.  See CD11 progress report request below under Other Agenda, Old Bus. #2]  

Item #7:  The MVCC Zone 6 Director requested installation of handicap “sloped curbs” at all four corners of Morningside Way and Rose Ave., as the existing curbs at this stop-sign intersection are too high to allow wheelchairs, strollers, walkers, etc. access the street from the sidewalk, but was advised that was a matter for Bureau of Street Services, not LADOT.   It was therefore referred to Len Nguyen for processing through BOSS.   [No LADOT action required.  See CD11 progress report request below under Other Agenda, Old Bus. #3]  


Item #8:  Follow-up report by LADOT as to recently installed signs in the alley next to the Mar Vista Post Office banning vehicles from exiting the Mar Vista Post Office parking lot onto Grand View Blvd. -- which Rudy Guevara said are illegal, were not installed by LADOT and their origin would be investigated.   [LADOT] 

Item #9: Follow-up report re: a request to paint “Keep Clear” on the pavement in front of the one-way alley north of Venice Blvd. that exits onto Inglewood Blvd., which is heavily traveled and provides the only means of exit for apartment dwellers along Inglewood as well as for Taco Bell patrons and residents on Mountain View Ave.  [LADOT] 


Item #10:  Progress report re: a request to replace the vandalized one-way signs along the alley between Mountain View Ave. and Inglewood Blvd. north of Venice Blvd., which Rudy Guevara said is a maintenance issue and damaged signs will be replaced.  [LADOT]

New Business – Items for Discussion:


Item #1:  A stakeholder requests a left turn signal at Palms Blvd. and Sawtelle for drivers south-

bound on Sawtelle to make a left turn to go east on Palms.  During the evening rush hour there is a huge backup of vehicles trying to make the left turn, which ends up blocking the center southbound lane and also affects the southbound lane nearest the curb where cars are trying to turn right.  This also causes some cars to divert through residential streets to avoid this traffic jam.   [LADOT]

Old Business – Progress reports & Further Discussion of tabled items from the Nov. 18th Meeting:


Item #1: Further follow-up by LAPD as to enforcement underway to control speeding, backups and gridlock during the afternoon commuter rush hour traffic on Walgrove Ave./23rd St. between Palms Blvd. and Santa Monica Airport, describing current officer monitoring and speed trailer survey as outlined by Officer Paul Ramlo in his January 6th e-mail report which will be distributed at this meeting. Item #2:  Follow-up report from Len Nguyen (referred from LADOT Old Business Item #6) re: whether the two businesses operating on Bledsoe Ave. and storing/parking their many business vehicles on this residential street, preventing residents from using the parking spaces, are operating under a business license.   [CD11] 


Item #3:  Follow-up report from Len Nguyen (referred from LADOT Old Business Item #7) as to the installation by BOSS of  “handicap” sloped curbs at all four corners of Morningside Way and Rose Ave. as existing curbs are too high to allow wheelchairs, strollers, walkers, etc. access to or across from the street from the sidewalk.  [CD11] 
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Item #4:  Follow-up report from Len Nguyen on response to his request to Street Services to schedule street cleaning on the south side of Palms Blvd. across from Mar Vista Park, after a request by a stakeholder who lives on the south side across from the Park for regular street cleaning on his side of the street, noting that the opposite (north) side is regularly cleaned and the south side is not.   [CD11]
New Business – Items for Discussion:   


Item #1 – Complaint from stakeholder on Rose Ave. between Beethoven and Walgrove about lack of any enforcement to stop many oversize trucks using Rose Ave. from Palms Blvd. to Walgrove Ave. despite posted signs banning overweight vehicles.  [LAPD] 

Item #2:  Request from a stakeholder for help with speeding on Rose Ave. from Walgrove Ave. to Palms Blvd., asking for a speed trailer to be placed between Walgrove and Morningside Way for at least 5 days during a non-holiday week.   [LAPD] 

Item #3:  Rose Ave. resident requests ticketing of the construction trucks that continually block traffic on Rose Ave. at 13213 Rose, where two large homes are being built.   [LAPD]
