LADOT Agenda Items

Old Business – Progress Reports & Further Discussion of tabled items from the July 16th Meeting:   

Item #1:  Report from Rudy Guevara re: results of LADOT’s proposed study of stakeholder requests for traffic mitigation in North Westdale to control speeding and other problems from an influx of traffic from Barrington Ave., for (a) conversion of a 2-way to a 4-way STOP at Granville and Brookhaven and (b) installation of a 3-way STOP on a painted island at Stoner Ave. facing Gateway at the Radio Dr. intersection.

An additional report from Rudy Guevara and Joe Pollack re: (c) request for installation of a painted crosswalk on Stoner at the intersection with Brookhaven.  Because information provided by stakeholder as to times of day/pedestrian traffic at this intersection was not useful, LAPD was assigned to put a speed trailer at Stoner and Brookhaven to record volume and speed of traffic in both directions for a 24-hour period to provide data for LADOT to study the need for a crosswalk at this location.     [LADOT & LAPD]  
 
Item #2:  Report from Rudy Guevara on whether he has received the information requested from Richard Lieb -- re: his request for a “Do Not Block” sign at the driveway exit located next to 11101 Palms Blvd. -- as to time of day westbound vehicles on Palms, stopped while waiting for a green light on the signal at Palms and Sepulveda, block traffic trying to exit the driveway.  [LADOT]   


Item #3:  Responding to a stakeholder request to repaint white lines on the repaved street at the 4-way STOP intersection of Indianapolis and Stoner Ave., an e-mail from Rudy Guevara states that there were initial problems with LADOT resurfacing unit guidelines for repainting which have now been solved and given high priority due to its location next to a school.  [No further action by this Committee at this time.] 

Item #4:  Reports from Rudy Guevara and Len Nguyen re: business and residents’ complaints about the signs installed on streets adjacent to the Mar Vista Farmers Market banning turns, parking and access to those streets on Sunday from 7 a.m. to 4 p.m., whether any of these signs, installed by LADOT in accordance with a Bureau of Street Services permit, will now be changed or removed, and if so, when this will be done.   [LADOT & CD11]

New Business – Items for Discussion:  

 
Item #1:  Stakeholders are very concerned about a possible huge increase in traffic affecting Mar Vista streets with the opening of the massive 45-building, 696-unit Lincoln Place apartment complex at 1050 Frederick St. in Venice, and want assurance that LADOT has plans in the works to prevent a deluge of vehicles from flooding their streets with traffic from the project as has already occurred in connection with the Playa Vista development. 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 Other Agenda Items: 
Old Business – Progress Reports & Further Discussion of tabled items from the July 16th Meeting:


Item #1:  Report from Len Nguyen re: his request to Caltrans to fix deep curbside potholes at the westbound bus stop on the northwest corner at the Venice Blvd. and Beethoven St. intersection, which were not repaired by Caltrans when it repaved Venice Blvd.   It appears that no repairs have been made in the many months since the request for the work was made, although there are a couple of sawhorses and some warning tape on the sidewalk at the location.  [CD11] 

Item #2:  Updated report from Len Nguyen on the current status of the “Pothole Blitz” repairs.  [CD11] 

Item #3:  Follow-up report from Len Nguyen on current status of pavement repairs by Public Works/Street Services and Urban Forestry at 12600 and 12607 Rose Ave. where tree roots have grown through the pavement, creating a “speed bump” which often causes trucks crossing the raised pavement to throw their onto the street.  Stakeholder reports this causes horrific noise and possible damage to parked cars, endangers pedestrians and needs to be fixed on a priority basis.  [CD11]   

 
Item #4:  Follow-up reports from LAPD and CD11, now that school has reopened, as to current enforcement activities and further contacts with administrators at Mar Vista Elementary School to work on solutions to a serious safety issue involving drivers who drop off and pick up children at the school in the morning and afternoon and park on crosswalks, in an intersection, in red zones, and double and triple park, presenting safety hazards for children getting out of or into cars at Stoner and Federal Avenues school.  When school closed in June, stakeholder reported little improvement.   [LAPD & CD11] 

Item #5:  Follow-up/update report by Len Nguyen re: a request by the Pacific Condominium Assoc. for repairs to the alley from Wade to Beethoven Sts. behind 12731 Pacific Ave. because severe deterioration of the paving creates hazards to residents’ cars and personal danger while walking to their units, to which Mark-Antonio Grant responded that there is no City funding for alley resurfacing but said he would call this alley to the attention of the Street Maintenance coordinator to assure that quality repairs are made. [CD11]
