A. LADOT Agenda Items

B. Old Business – Progress Reports & Further Discussion of tabled items from the May 21st Meeting:   

1. Item #1:  Report from Rudy Guevara as to whether his office has finally begun an investigation or study of requests by Janet Brown for traffic mitigation in North Westdale to control speeding and other problems from an influx of traffic from Barrington Ave., including:  (a) conversion of a 2-way to a 4-way STOP at Granville and Brookhaven, (b) installation of a 3-way STOP on a painted island at Stoner Ave. facing Gateway at the Radio Dr. intersection, and (c) installation of a painted crosswalk on Stoner at the intersection with Brookhaven.  He will also discuss whether information provided by the stakeholder as to the times most pedestrians are crossing at the location where a crosswalk is proposed (in part (c) of the mitigations) was useful to the investigation.   [LADOT] 
2. Item #2:  In a report dated April 21st re: a request to eliminate a parking space in front of 11101 Palms Blvd. which obstructs visibility of a shopping mall driveway exit onto Palms Blvd., LADOT denied the request to eliminate the parking space, but did not address the portion of the request asking for installation of a “Do Not Block” sign on Palms Blvd. at the driveway to warn Palms Blvd. motorists and to provide clearance for drivers exiting the driveway.  Therefore, installation of the “Do Not Block” sign is again proposed here and a response is requested.   [LADOT]   

3. Item #3:  The Mitchell Ave. street sign on the corner of Mitchell and Wade, missing for several months, has very recently been replaced and so is no longer an LADOT Agenda item.   [No further action by this Committee is needed.] 

C. New Business – Items for Discussion:  

1. Item #1:  Request from a stakeholder to repaint the white lines at the 4-way STOP at the recently repaved intersection of Indianapolis and Stoner Ave., where many drivers also seem to ignore the STOP signs on Indianapolis or only slow down enough to make the turn to Mar Vista Elementary School.  This is a serious safety issue and needs to be resolved before a bad accident occurs, by repainting the STOP lines and by making the STOP signs more visible from a safe stop distance, and/or by installing an advance sign and pavement markings to warn that a STOP is approaching.   [LADOT]  

2. Item #2: A protest from the Westside Vineyard Fellowship, which operates a church and business at 3838 Centinela Ave., that signs indicating “No Turn” on Sundays from 7 am-4 pm have been installed on Centinela at Pacific Ave., blocking cars from the Vineyard’s parking lot on their busiest day of the week.  In addition, the “no turn” signs prevent residents on Pacific Ave. between Centinela and Grand View Blvd. from access to their homes without breaking the law.  It appears these signs are meant to prevent vehicles from driving on Pacific from Centinela to Grand View Blvd. while the Farmer’s Market is open there on Sundays, but this apparently was done without any legal or community input.   The “no turn” signs should be removed immediately, but can be replaced with a sign like one installed  on the corner of Pacific Ave. at Inglewood Blvd., which directs cars turning west from Inglewood onto Pacific:  ROAD CLOSED AHEAD / LOCAL TRAFFIC ONLY / SUNDAY / 7 AM – 4 PM.  This sign was obviously installed to protect the Farmer’s Market from traffic dangers and the same sign should have been used on Pacific at Centinela.   CD11 Constituent Advocate Mark-Antonio Grant has taken up this problem with LADOT’s engineer Rudy Guevara, who will report on their discussions and conclusions at this meeting.  [LADOT & CD11]   

D. Other Agenda Items: 
E. Old Business – Progress Reports & Further Discussion of tabled items from the May 21st Meeting:

1. Item #1:  A report is needed from Len Nguyen re: his request to Caltrans to fix deep curbside potholes at the westbound bus stop on the northwest corner at the Venice Blvd. and Beethoven St. intersection, which were not repaved by Caltrans when it last paved Venice Blvd.  This condition presents a dangerous hazard for persons boarding or exiting the bus at this stop.  It appears that no repairs have been made in the many months since the request for the work was made.  [CD11] 
2. Item #2:  Further follow-up from Len Nguyen on the current status of the “Pothole Blitz” repairs.  [CD11] 
3. Item #3:  Follow-up report from Len Nguyen on current status of pavement repairs by Public Works/Street Services and Urban Forestry at12600 and 12607 Rose Ave. where tree roots have grown through the pavement.  [CD11]   

4. Item #4:  Follow-up reports from LAPD as to its enforcement activities and on its further contacts with administrators at Mar Vista Elementary School to work on solutions to a serious safety issue.  This involves drivers who drop off and pick up children at the school in the morning and afternoon and who park on crosswalks, in an intersection, in red zones, and double and triple park, presenting safety hazards for children getting out of or into cars at Stoner and Federal Avenues school.  By the end of the school year in June, the requesting stakeholder reported only slight change in the drivers’ behavior and a somewhat reduced presence of LAPD for routine patrols.   [LAPD & CD11] 
F. New Business – Items for Discussion:

1. Item #1:  A request was made by the Pacific Condominium Assoc. for the alley from Wade to Beethoven Sts. behind 12731 Pacific Ave. to be resurfaced due to severe deterioration of the paving which creates hazards to residents’ cars and personal danger while walking to their units.  Mark-Antonio Grant responded to the request and said there is no City funding for alley resurfacing, but he will call this alley to the attention of the Street Maintenance coordinator to assure that quality repairs be made to this alley.  An update is requested from CD11 on progress of this issue.  [CD11]
