Approval of Minutes of January 15, 2014 meeting. 

Agenda items for discussion are as follows. 

LADOT Agenda Items

Old Business – Progress Reports & Further Discussion of tabled items from the Jan. 15th Meeting:
 
Item #1: Follow-up reports from Rudy Guevara and Len Nguyen on whether repainting of the double yellow center stripe on the curve of Barry Ave. turning into Clarkson, which was covered up during pavement resurfacing and which Rudy Guevara ordered repainted, has now been completed.   [LADOT & CD11]    

Item #2:  Stakeholder who made the request now reports that repainting yellow striped lane markers on Inglewood Blvd. between Venice and National and repainting of STOP and white lines in the Inglewood/Charnock intersection in all four directions has been completed by LADOT Maintenance.    [No further action by this Committee.]  
Item #3:  Follow-up report from Rudy Guevara on whether LADOT Maintenance has scheduled repainting of the faded STOP and white lines at the Palms Blvd./Inglewood Blvd. intersection in all four directions.  Stakeholder who made the request reports that  repainting of the faded markings has not been done as yet and asks again that the work be scheduled and completed.   [LADOT]  

   
Item #4:  Further report from Rudy Guevara on LADOT Parking Enforcement action in dealing with long-term parking in the 11500-11600 blocks of Pearl Place.  Follow-up report from Len Nguyen as to support from LAPD Sr. Lead Officer Adrian Acosta to get some arrests for drug-dealing problems at this location, and putting pressure on vehicles to move from in front of homes.   [LADOT & CD11]

Item #5:  Report from Rudy Guevara as to whether he has begun investigation of requests for traffic mitigation in North Westdale to control speeding and other problems from an influx of traffic from Barrington Ave., including:  (a) conversion of a 2-way to a 4-way STOP at Granville and Brookhaven, (b) installation of a 3-way STOP on a painted island at Stoner Ave. facing Gateway at the Radio Dr. intersection, and (c) installation of a painted crosswalk on Stoner at the intersection with Brookhaven, and whether a study is underway to determine if these proposals are warranted and feasible and the current status of such a study.  [LADOT] 
 
Item #6:  Follow-up reports from Rudy Guevara and Len Nguyen on a request to eliminate the parking space in front of 11101 Palms Blvd. and paint the curb red, as vehicles parked in this space interfere with visibility at a small driveway from a Trader Joe’s shopping mall onto Palms Blvd. and this has caused collisions as cars exit the driveway.   Request also asks for a “Do Not Block” sign on Palms to prevent blocking of the driveway exit.  [LADOT & CD11] 


Item #7:  Replacement of Mitchell Ave. street sign on the corner of Mitchell and Wade, missing for several months, was ordered by Brandon Wilson, an LADOT Student Professional Worker on Jan. 30th but had not yet been installed as of March 15th.    [LADOT]
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New Business – Items for Discussion:
Item #1:  Stakeholder request for a crosswalk across National Blvd. at Federal Ave. where there is a lot of foot traffic, going to and from St. Andrrews Church on the northeast corner and from nearby apartments and bus stops, with nearest signal light crossings some distance away at Barrington and at Butler.  Stakeholders say there used to be a crosswalk at this location.  [LADOT] 
Other Agenda Items: 
Old Business – Progress Reports & Further Discussion of tabled items from the Jan. 15th Meeting:


Item #1:  Report from Len Nguyen re: his request to Caltrans for repair of deep potholes and curb damage at westbound bus stop on the northwest corner of the Venice Blvd./Beethoven St. intersection, which was not repaved by Caltrans when it recently repaved Venice Blvd.   The curb and street damage present a dangerous hazard for persons boarding or exiting the bus at this stop.  [CD11] 

Item #2:  Follow-up report from Len Nguyen on the current status of the “Pothole Blitz” repairs.  [CD11] 

Item #3:  Follow-up report from Len Nguyen on current status of pavement repairs by Public Works/Street Services and Urban Forestry at12600 and 12707 Rose Ave. where tree roots have grown through the pavement.  [CD11] 
  
Item #4:  A request to replace the bus bench at the bus stop on Ocean Park Blvd., on the northeast corner at Bundy Drive, has resulted in action by the Bureau of Street Services’ Contract Administration ordering Martin Outdoor Media to install a concrete support pad for the bus bench. This has been completed, and a new bus bench has now been installed at the location.   [No further action by this Committee.]  

 
Item #5:  A stakeholder reports that in the two months since he requested LAPD patrols at Mar Vista Elementary School -- where drivers dropping off and picking up children at the school in the morning and afternoon park on crosswalks, in an intersection, in red zones, and double and triple park, presenting safety hazards for children getting out of or into cars at Stoner and Federal Avenues -- there has been no change in the drivers’ behavior and no improvement to this on-going safety problem.  Follow-up reports are needed from LAPD as to its enforcement activities, and from Len Nguyen on his contacts with school administrators to work on solutions to this serious safety issue.   [LAPD & CD11]
