LADOT Agenda Items

Old Business – Progress Reports & Further Discussion of tabled items from the Nov. 19th Meeting:   

Item #1:  Follow-up reports from Rudy Guevara re: the remaining requests for traffic mitigation in North Westdale to control speeding and other problems from an influx of traffic from Barrington Ave.:  

As to part (b), for installation of a 3-way Stop at Stoner Ave. facing Gateway at the Radio Dr. intersection, Rudy G. previously reported that the LADOT study was completed, approved and work orders were in process for installation of signs and pavement markings and he should now advise whether the installation has been or when it will be completed. 

As for part (c), for installation of a crosswalk at the Stoner and Brookhaven intersection, it was determined to be not justified by pedestrian traffic volume at that location, and Rudy G instead initiated a study to change the 2-way STOP at Stoner-Brookhaven to an all-way STOP, and a report is now due on that study and its results.

A report is also needed from LAPD on the results from the speed trailer ordered placed at this location to record volume and speed of traffic in both directions for a 24-hour period, to aid LAPD in controlling speeding.   [LADOT & LAPD]   


Item #2:  Follow-up report from Rudy Guevara, concerning complaints from businesses and residents about the many traffic control signs installed by LADOT on streets adjacent to the Mar Vista Farmers Market, as to whether all the unnecessary signage has now been removed, and when new signs changing enforcement time on Sundays to 7AM-5PM will be installed. [LADOT & CD11]  

 
Item #3:  Follow-up report from Rudy Guevara on his study of a request that the 2-way STOP on Westminster Ave. at Wasatch Ave. be changed to an all-way STOP, with STOP signs on both streets at this intersection, to help mitigate traffic safety issues caused by a visibility problem in the street design.  [LADOT] 


Item #4:  Rudy Guevara responded to a stakeholder’s request to post STOP signs on both sides of Palms at Butler to help slow excessive speeding next to Mar Vista Park between McLaughlin and Sawtelle, explaining that Palms is a secondary highway and LADOT does not install STOP signs on secondary highways.  He also indicated that he would ask LAPD to monitor and enforce the speed limit in this stretch, so now follow-up reports are needed, for his contact with LAPD and for LAPD’s response.   [LADOT & LAPD]   


Item #5:  Work orders to trim tree branches which covered a school crosswalk sign at Palms Blvd. and Federal Ave. were recently completed by Street Services and the sign is now wholly visible.  [No further action by this Committee.] 
New Business – Items for Discussion:

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Other Agenda Items: 
Old Business – Progress Reports & Further Discussion of tabled items from the Nov. 19th Meeting:


Item #1:  Follow-up report from Len Nguyen re: his requests to Caltrans or BOSS to fix deep curbside potholes at the westbound bus stop on the northwest corner at the Venice Blvd. and Beethoven St. intersection, which were not repaired by Caltrans when it repaved Venice Blvd.   It appears that no permanent repairs have been made and the holes and ruts are deeper than ever. [CD11] 

Item #2:  Update report from Len Nguyen on the current status of the “Pothole Blitz” repairs now being serviced by BOSS  [CD11] 

Item #3:  Follow-up report from Len Nguyen on current status of pavement repairs at 12600 and 12607 and at 12574 and 12601 Rose Ave. where tree roots have grown through the pavement and create dangerous humps, and whether at least the potholes have been filled.  This is a priority matter.  [CD11]   

 
Item #4:  Follow-up reports from LAPD and CD11 as to current enforcement activities and further contacts with administrators at Mar Vista Elementary School to work on solutions to a serious safety issue involving drivers who drop off and pick up children at the school in the morning and afternoon and park on crosswalks, in an intersection, in red zones, and double and triple park, presenting safety hazards for children getting out of or into cars at the Mar Vista School.  [LAPD & CD11] 

Item #5:  Update report by Len Nguyen re: a request by the Pacific Condominium Assoc. for repairs to the alley from Wade to Beethoven Sts. behind 12731 Pacific Ave., as to whether the patching has been done or if the location is still on the waiting list. [CD11] 

Item #6:  Follow-up report from Len Nguyen on the results of his investigation re: a stakeholder request for a change in traffic direction at a small strip mall to limit entry from McLaughlin only and exit onto East Blvd. only, to mitigate a traffic safety problem both in and near this mall located at the southwest corner of McLaughlin Ave. and Venice next to East Blvd.  Len N. was going to research whether there is a Zoning Administration decision letter specifying the ingress/egress pattern, check accident data, and contact LADOT for further background information.  [CD11] 


Item #7:  Len Nguyen’s report on whether his investigation, in response to a stakeholder’s safety concerns about the 40 MPH speed limit on Venice Blvd. through Mar Vista’s commercial center, could become related to the current “Great Streets” project with design changes to slow cars and facilitate safe crossings for pedestrians.  [CD11] 
Item #8:  Follow-up reports from Len Nguyen and LAPD enforcement for possible solutions to a request from MVCC Zone 6 Director for help with traffic safety and mitigations along Walgrove Ave. and 23rd St. between Palms Blvd. and Ocean Park Blvd., involving speeding on curves, backups and gridlock, especially during the afternoon commuter rush hour.  [CD11 & LAPD]

New Business – Items for Discussion: 

Item #1:  A stakeholder requests enforcement by LADOT and LAPD of the weight limit signs posted in the Mar Vista neighborhood.  She has contacted LAUSD, First Student and UCLA regarding buses  routed on Grandview Blvd., Inglewood Blvd. and Palms Blvd. and has received some response from LAUSD and UCLA but none from First Student.  She reports that vehicles over 6000 pounds drive on Inglewood (between National & Venice) and on Palms (between Centinela and McLaughlin) on a daily basis.  It is illegal to drive overweight vehicles on any of the residential streets in the area bordered by Venice, Centinela, National and McLaughlin.  [LAPD]     She has also twice requested that weight limit signs be posted at Inglewood and Palms without success.  [LADOT]
