Agenda items for discussion are as follows. 

LADOT Agenda Items

Old Business – Progress Reports & Further Discussion of tabled items from the May 16th Meeting:
 
1.  No further action by this Committee re: request for 5-second 4-way all red STOP timing for pedestrian-crossing signal buttons at the Rose/Walgrove Ave. intersection, after an LADOT study and response on July 5, 2012. (See, Addendum to Minutes of May 16, 2012 Meeting.)  [LADOT&LAPD]

2.  No further action by this Committee at this time re: a request to paint “KEEP CLEAR” and white lines on the pavement at the entrance to the alley on the east side of Centinela Ave. south of Pacific Ave., to warn drivers northbound on Centinela to keep a path clear for vehicles turning left into the alley from Centinela, after an LADOT study and response on July 5, 2012. (See, Addendum to Minutes of May 16, 2012 Meeting.)  However, further comments on this study, including errors made, will be discussed at this meeting. [LADOT] 
3.  No further action by this Committee at this time re: investigation of repeated accidents on Venice Blvd. at Beethoven St. as Caltrans’ recent installation of left turn arrows at this intersection is expected to reduce such accidents, as noted in LADOT’s July 5th response.  (See, Addendum to Minutes of May 16, 2012 Meeting.)  [LADOT & LAPD]    
4.  No further action by this Committee re: contact info for the Caltrans Senior Transportation Engineer on the left-turn signals project, as LADOT has provided this information in its July 17, 2012 further responses to the May 16th Agenda.  [LADOT]

5. No further action by this Committee, as LADOT has responded to a stakeholder request and
 issued a work order for the center stripe to be repainted on Rose Ave. between Morningside Way and Walgrove Ave.  (See, Addendum to Minutes of May 16, 2012 Meeting.) [LADOT]

6.  No further action by this Committee at this time re: a stakeholder request to replace a 25 MPH speed limit sign at 13141 Rose Ave.  In its response to the request, LADOT refused to replace the sign because Rose Ave. is not listed in LAMC 80.81, is not entitled to speed limit signs, and that its current speed humps should be sufficient.  (See, Addendum to Minutes of May 16, 2012 Meeting.)  In a further response on July 17th, LADOT stated that existing signs should be removed, and if this occurs, this Committee will make a future Agenda item to demand sign replacement.  [LADOT]      

7.  No further action by this Committee at this time re: request to trim tree branches obstructing view of a 25 MPH speed limit sign on Rose Ave. at 13047.  LADOT refused to trim tree as unnecessary and repeated that the sign is not needed because the speed humps limit speed.  [LADOT] 
8.  No further action by this Committee re: the MVCC Board’s request for a current list of locations of all oversize vehicle parking restriction signs that have been requested and approved but not provided and installed.  LADOT responded that CD11’s Len Nguyen is working with the Permit Parking Section on this request.  (See, Addendum to Minutes of May 16, 2012 Meeting.) [LADOT & CD11]

New Business – Items for Discussion:

1.  Request for painting center dividing lines, STOP sign lines, etc. on the following streets which were repaved but lines were not repainted:  a) Victoria Ave. between Beethoven & Boise; b) Lucille Ave. between Beethoven & Walgrove; c) Wade St. between Venice & Caswell.  [LADOT]   
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2.  Request for inspection and possible removal or cleanup of a curbside site next to a bus stop, located on westbound Venice Blvd. a few feet from the driveway of the 7-11/UPS mini-mall on the northwest corner of Venice at Centinela, where an unfinished construction project with tape and L.A. Street Services signs has been in place for several months.  There is also no trashcan there and it is a magnet for trash with the bus and 7-11 store close by.  [LADOT & CD11]
           3.  A stakeholder requests that STOP signs be placed on both corners of Wade St. at Mitchell St. to convert this intersection from a 2-way to a 4-way stop.  Due to street parking blocking visibility of heavy, speeding Wade St. traffic for the Mitchell drivers with the STOP signs frequently involves near collisions, swerving, honking, etc. at this intersection and safety is an issue.   [LADOT]

4.  A stakeholder requests repainting of the centerline at the curve where Barry Ave. becomes Clarkson in North Westdale, as the line was covered up during resurfacing, creating a dangerous situation with need for the double yellow striping.  [LADOT] 

5.  Stakeholder says that cut-thru traffic from Barrington Ave. south to turn east on National has returned to again going south on Barry from Sardis to east on Clarkson.  He wonders if the cause of this cut-thru resurgence may be that time allotted for the green left-turn at National and Barrington has been shortened and asks that the signal timing be re-checked.  [LADOT] 

6.  A resident of Beethoven St. has been asking for resurfacing/repaving of Beethoven between Venice Blvd. and Palms Blvd. since at least last December.  This street is in very bad condition and he asks if and when it is scheduled for repaving.  [LADOT]    

Other Agenda Items 

 Old Business – Progress Reports & Further Discussion of tabled items from the May 16th Meeting:

1.  Re: problem areas identified by residents where parking of oversized vehicles and overnight parking, with people living in many of these vehicles, is occurring on residential streets and creating neighborhood problems, the current status of oversize vehicle parking restriction signs which have been requested and approved but not provided and installed is being compiled by Len Nguyen working with the Permit Parking Section of LADOT.  (See LADOT Agenda item Old Business #8 above.) [CD11 & LADOT] 

2.  Follow-up report from Len Nguyen on whether Street Services has scheduled repaving of the 12500 block of Matteson Ave. in compliance with his orders for pavement, curb, gutter and pothole repairs. [CD11] 
3.  Follow-up report from Len Nguyen re: his request to Street Services to fill potholes in the 10700 block of Queensland Ave. and at 3200 Selby Ave. and whether the work he ordered has been done.  [CD11] 
      
4.  Follow-up report on whether Street Sevices has filled potholes at the northeast corner of Frances Ave. and Windward Ave. as requested and ordered.  [CD11]  
      
5.  Follow-up by Len Nguyen re: his discussion with Caltrans asking them to post some signage to discourage parking, in connection with two requests from a Zone 5 stakeholder: for “No Parking” or restricted hours parking signs under the 405 Freeway, on the north roadway of the 11200 block of Venice Blvd.; and for “No Oversize Vehicle Parking” signs on the east side of the 3700 block of S. Globe Ave.  [CD11 & LAPD] 

New Business – Items for Discussion 

1.  A resident has reported that the speeding problem on Walgrove Ave. has become so substantial and dangerous that something must be done to enforce the speed limit on this street and the LAPD must stop just giving tickets on Palms Blvd. and initiate a plan to stop the many drivers who go well upwards of 45 MPH on Walgrove’s 25 MPH limit street.  [LAPD & CD11]  
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2.  A stakeholder who lives on Grand View Blvd. complains that despite signs at Venice Blvd. banning overweight vehicles north on Grand View and Inglewood Blvds., many trucks and delivery vehicles use these two streets daily as cut-thru routes when they do not have business to conduct on those streets, and requests assistance in enforcing the overweight ban.  [LAPD & CD11]
