LADOT Agenda Items

Old Business – Progress Reports & Further Discussion of tabled items from the March 21st Meeting:
 
1.  Follow-up report on whether 5-second 4-way all red STOP timing for pedestrian-crossing signal buttons at the Rose/Walgrove Ave. intersection – to prevent vehicles from turning onto Walgrove from Rose while pedestrians are in the crosswalks – can be installed, and whether such an installation is warranted or justified by existing or anticipated accident rates in this intersection.   [LADOT & LAPD] 
2.  Follow-up report re: southbound vehicles on Centinela Ave. turning left into the alley which runs east from Centinela between Pacific Ave. and the Centinela Feed store, pursuant to a request from Steve Wallace to paint “KEEP CLEAR” on the pavement, with white lines on both sides of the alley entrance extending across the Centinela northbound lanes to the street’s center line, to warn northbound drivers to keep a path clear for vehicles turning left into the alley and prevent collisions from continuing to occur at this location.  Michael M. will report on his research as to whether the Vehicle Code allows this painted warning for alleys as it does for streets.  [LADOT] 
3.  Follow-up report re: residents’ request that a string of recent accidents at the Venice Blvd. and Beethoven St. intersection, including two involving bicyclists hit and injured by vehicles, be investigated, with special attention to updated police accident records, and take whatever measures are needed to prevent continuing accidents at this location.  [LADOT & LAPD]    
4.  Responding to a question about whether current construction and road work at the Venice Blvd. and Beethoven St. intersection is the long-delayed Caltrans project to install left turn phasing on Venice at Beethoven, Michael M. has now confirmed that this is Caltrans’ “B Permit” project, installing protected-only left turn signal phasing for both eastbound and westbound Venice Blvd. motorists, with further work delays possible due to ongoing Caltrans budget cuts, and he will provide this Committee with contact information for the Caltrans Senior Transportation Engineer in charge of this project in case there are further questions as work progresses.  [LADOT]

5.  Follow-up report re: a request from a Rose Ave. stakeholder for a center stripe to be painted on Rose Ave. between Morningside Way and Walgrove Ave. to divide the street into two lanes so that drivers do not drive down the middle of the street.  [LADOT]  


New Business – Items for Discussion:
 
1.  A stakeholder has reported that the 25 MPH speed limit sign at 13141 Rose Ave. is missing. The brackets for the sign are still on the post but the sign is gone and should be replaced.  [LADOT] 

2.   Branches of a parkway tree obstruct westbound motorists’ view of the 25 MPH speed limit sign on the north side of Rose Ave. at 13047 and the tree should be trimmed back so the sign is clearly visible.  [LADOT] 
3.  The Chair of the MVCC Board has requested that this Agenda include an update of all the “camper parking restriction” signs that MVCC stakeholders have requested and are waiting for.  Michael M. and Len N. are assigned to jointly compile a current list of locations of all oversize vehicle parking restriction signs that have been requested and approved but not provided and installed. 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 Other Agenda Items 

 Old Business – Progress Reports & Further Discussion of tabled items from the March 21st Meeting:

1.  Discussion continues re: problem areas identified by residents where parking of oversized vehicles and overnight parking, with people living in many of these vehicles, is occurring on residential streets and creating neighborhood problems.  Follow-up reports are needed on progress of current actions to expedite installation of appropriate restriction signs and to ticket/tow illegally parked vehicles, on CD11 priorities, and on immediate availability of restricted parking sign installation for streets previously cleared for such signage.  [CD11 & LADOT]

2.  Stakeholders in the 12500 block of Matteson Ave. report that the additional pavement and pothole repairs ordered by Len N. from Street Services several months ago have still not been done, including his new request to repair an eroded gutter.  [CD11] 
3.   Follow-up report from Len N. re: his request to Street Services to fill potholes in the 10700 block of Queensland Ave. and at 3200 Selby Ave. and whether the work he ordered has been done.  [CD11] 
New Business – Items for Discussion:  
       1.   A resident on Rose Ave. has complained that a “caravan” of at least six FedEx trucks drive west through Rose Ave. from Beethoven to Walgrove every morning around 8:30-9:00 a.m., not on delivery business but just cutting through to Walgrove.  These trucks often have to stop and wait backed up at the Walgrove red light, filling the neighborhood with loud engine noise and exhaust fumes.  Resident requests that these FedEx trucks instead use Palms Blvd. as their cut-through route.  [CD11 & LAPD] 
       2.   Request from a stakeholder to fill potholes at the northeast corner of Frances Ave. and Windward Ave.  (Note: Same request was made last year -- one pothole was filled but two others were not.)  [CD11]  
       3.   Two requests from a Zone 5 stakeholder: for “No Parking” or restricted hours parking signs under the 405 Freeway, on the north roadway of the 11200 block of Venice Blvd.; and for “No Oversize Vehicle Parking” signs on the east side of the 3700 block of S. Globe Ave.  [CD11 & LAPD]
