Approval of Minutes of May 15, 2013 meeting. 

Agenda items for discussion are as follows. 

LADOT Agenda Items

Old Business – Progress Reports & Further Discussion of tabled items from the May 15th Meeting:
 
1.  Final report on re-painting of a double yellow center stripe on the curve of Barry Ave. turning into Clarkson, which was covered up during a pavement resurfacing.   [LADOT] 

2.  Final report from Rudy Guevara on the results of his study as to whether STOP signs will be installed on Beethoven St. at Marco to create a 4-way STOP for traffic safety at this intersection.  [LADOT]       
3.  (a) Completion report on a work order issued April 24th to re-install the double yellow center line where Woodbine Ave. curves left into Butler Ave. behind Mar Vista Recreation Center; 

     (b) Completion report on a work order issued April 24th to repaint the crosswalk crossing Butler on the south side of Rose Ave.; and

     (c) Report on results of a study to determine whether center stripes existed on Woodbine St. and on Rose Ave. between Butler and McLaughlin and were covered over during resurfacing work, and if so should therefore be repainted.  [LADOT]        
4.  Report on progress and/or completion of work to extend red curbs at the intersection of Wade St. at Mitchell to increase visibility for drivers crossing Wade St. on Mitchell.  [LADOT]       
5.  Report as to whether signal timing changes can be made at the Victoria, Palms, Morningside Way and Rose Ave. traffic signals to reduce current speeding problems on Walgrove Ave.; and a further report from Officer Pollack on his monitoring of speeding on Walgrove.  [LADOT & LAPD]   
6.   Report from Rudy Guevara on his study of a stakeholder’s proposal to keep traffic moving and reduce commuter gridlock in the northbound lanes of Centinela Ave. between Washington and Venice Blvd. by posting “No Parking 4:30 PM. to 7:00 PM Monday thru Friday” signs on the east side of Centinela from Washington to Venice, to provide traffic with an extra travel lane during those commuter hours.  [LADOT]  

7.  A written report dated July 2, 2013 from Rudy Guevara re: a request to post STOP signs on Butler Ave. at Rose Ave. to convert the intersection to a 4-way STOP for the safety of pedestrians and drivers concluded that an engineering review and supporting data failed to satisfy guidelines for a 4-way STOP at this intersection and it cannot be justified at this time. [No further action by this Committee.] 

8.  Follow-up report by Rudy Guevara on a request to install STOP signs on posts in the middle of Grand View Blvd. at the Victoria Ave. 4-way STOP intersection to help reduce accidents at this location.  [LADOT] 

9.  An e-mail dated May 23, 2013 from Rudy Guevara quoted this same-date message from LADOT Parking Enforcement on its activity re: illegal parking on Wade St. south of Venice Blvd.:  “Captain, I assigned an officer to the 3800 block of Wade St./south of Venice Blvd.  9 vehicles were marked including 1 M/H and 1 boat, however there are signs posted for street cleaning Weds & Thurs.  Nothing looks abandon per the officer.”  [No further action by this Committee at this time.] 
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New Business – Items for Discussion:
1.  Suggestions from a resident for speeding controls on Walgrove Ave.: posting additional speed limit signs, especially for traffic northbound from Venice Blvd., and “sharrows,” signage indicating that bicycles may use the full lane to remind drivers that Walgrove is a narrow residential street and a designated route for school-age children and bicycles.  [LADOT]    
2.  Request to repaint the yellow striped lane markers on Inglewood Blvd. between Venice and National that were newly repainted, then again covered with slurry during recent repaving between Charnock and Tabor.  In addition, the STOP and white lines need repainting in the Inglewood/Charnock intersection, including going south on Inglewood and east and west on Charnock .  (Note: The STOP and white line going north on Inglewood at Charnock remains.)  [LADOT] 
3.  Due to high volume of cut-through traffic on Palms and Inglewood Blvd., STOP and white lines need repainting on the intersection, including going south and north on Inglewood and east and west on Palms.  [LADOT] 

4.   Stakeholder requests that Parking Enforcement deal with illegal parking in the 11500-16000 blocks of Pearl Place where cars/RVs/trucks have people living/having sex in, dumping trash and selling drugs from these vehicles in front of people’s homes.  (Note: Len Nguyen and CD11 are working with LAPD for a letter of support for “No Parking Any Time” restriction signs on the Freeway side of this street.)   [LADOT & CD11] 
5.  Request for traffic mitigation measures due to an influx of traffic on Stoner and Granville Avenues from Barrington Ave.: (a) installation of a 4-way STOP at the intersection of Granville and Brookhaven Ave., currently a 2-way STOP; (b) installation of a 3-way STOP at Stoner Ave. facing Gateway Blvd. at the intersection with Radio Dr. (as a painted island with a STOP sign in the middle); and (c) installation of a painted crosswalk on Stoner Ave. at the intersection with Brookhaven.  (Note:  At its July 9th meeting, the MVCC Board passed a support Motion from its T&I Committee and sent a formal request to CD11 Councilman Mike Bonin supporting these mitigation efforts.)  [LADOT] 

6.  Request for a painted pedestrian crosswalk with flashing lights crossing Barrington Ave. at Navy St., a location where many people cross the street, following a recent incident in which a girl crossing the street was hit and seriously injured by a car.  (Note:  This same request was made in Sept. 2000 and denied by LADOT after a study concluded that the number of pedestrian crossings at that location then did not justify a crosswalk and that pedestrians should instead use crosswalks at the nearby traffic-signal controlled National Blvd. and Federal Ave. intersections.)   [LADOT]       

 Other Agenda Items 

 Old Business – Progress Reports & Further Discussion of tabled items from the May 15th Meeting:

 1.  Follow-up report from Len Nguyen concerning his ongoing orders to Street Services to make permanent repairs to the pavement, curb, gutter and potholes in the 12500 block of Matteson Ave., and whether repairs to curb and gutter erosion have now been made after the potholes were recently filled, or if a completion date has been set for the additional work.  [CD11]   
 
 New Business – Items for Discussion:
1.  Follow-up report re: stakeholder Marissa Roman’s request for permit parking on Wade St. in the several blocks north of Venice Blvd. where there is no restricted parking (as for street cleaning), resulting in non-residents and businesses from Venice Blvd. parking cars and other vehicles in front of homes for days or even weeks at a time.  (Note:  This matter was an Action Item on the June MVCC T&I meeting Agenda, and the stakeholder was provided with Len Nguyen’s contact information to follow up her request with CD11).   [CD11]
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2.  Request from stakeholder Olivia Duarte to post signs on the Mar Vista Stairs to ban an unsafe and illegal practice of teens riding their mountain bikes down the stairs, endangering both themselves and other people on the public staircase and adjoining sidewalk, and expressly prohibited by a City ordinance, LAMC 56.15.  [CD11 & LAPD]
