MINUTES of Mar Vista Bi-Monthly LADOT/CD11/LAPD Traffic Committee Meeting

November 16, 2011


The Bi-Monthly meeting of the Mar Vista LADOT/CD11/LAPD Traffic Committee was called to order at 10:30 a.m. on Wednesday, November 16, 2011 at the office of Councilman Bill Rosendahl, in Room 201 at 1645 Corinth Ave., Los Angeles, CA 90025.  The meeting was chaired by Linda Guagliano (MVCC Liaison) and attended by Len Nguyen (CD11 Field Deputy).  Committee member Michael May (LADOT Western District Transportation Engineer) was absent without prior notice.  Committee member Officer Joe Pollack (LAPD West Traffic Division CTSU) was also absent due to a last-minute policing assignment.

 All present signed the attendance sheet and the Minutes of the September 21, 2011 meeting were approved.  Agenda items were then discussed as follows.

Three items of New Business were on the Agenda for discussion and response by the LADOT Committee member.  However, due to the unforeseen and unexplained absence of LADOT representative Michael May, these items were tabled until the next meeting on January 18, 2012, with apologies to the stakeholders who submitted the requests.                        


Other Agenda Items 

Old Business – 


Item #1:  Reporting on progress by CD11 staff in problem areas identified by residents and traffic committees where oversized and overnight vehicle parking is occurring on residential streets, Len N. showed a proposed CD11 motion -- drafted but not yet introduced and intended to by-pass the need to petition for preferential parking district permits -- to install signs restricting parking between 10 pm and 6 am on the south side of Palms Blvd. between Sawtelle and Butler Ave., on the north side of Westminster Ave. between Corinth Ave. and an alleyway 100 ft. west of Sawtelle, and (for oversized vehicles) on the south side of Palms between Butler and McLaughlin, as agreed upon with and funded by Windward School.  Len said that he is currently getting cost estimates for the signs which Windward School will pay for and preparing to overcome expected resistance from LADOT to establishment of the new preferential parking districts.  [Tabled for a further CD11 progress report at the next meeting.]


Item #2:  Len reported that repair/repaving of Warren Ave. to eliminate safety hazards caused by tree roots protruding through the pavement is still a top item on CD11’s priority list.  Temporary emergency repairs are not advised because they might result in an even more dangerous situation.  [Tabled for a further CD11 report at the next meeting.]     

Item #3:  Since the LAPD representative was not present, Len said he will check with the LAPD commercial traffic unit, which Officer Brown said (at the September meeting) would follow up on complaints about RVs and other large vehicles parked in the 3900 and 3400 blocks of Centinela Ave. and [on Bundy] between Santa Monica Airport and Ocean Park Blvd. to check legal registrations, weight limits, etc. and ticket/tow any vehicles not conforming with parking laws.  Len will also inquire whether a monthly task force Officer Brown said would be formed to discourage violators from returning has in fact been organized and is operational.  [Tabled for a further LAPD report at the next meeting.]   


Item #4:  Len N. will inspect the two blocks on Matteson Ave. between Centinela and Frances Ave. to determine whether the Bureau of Street Services has filled the deep potholes and ruts on the north side of the street in front of homes from 12407-12445 Matteson, in compliance with Len’s October 6th service request.  [Tabled for a CD11 follow-up report at the next meeting.]     
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New Business –


Item #1:  Responding to a request from a homeowner at 12551 Caswell Ave. for filling and repair of deep potholes in the street in front of her driveway, Len N. reported that he has submitted a service request to the Bureau of Street Services for the repairs and will follow up to make sure it gets done.  [Tabled for a CD11 follow-up report at the next meeting.] 

Item #2:  Answering a stakeholder’s question about whether a bikers’ rights ordinance recently enacted requires responsibility on the part of bike riders to have lights and wear visible gear after dark, and if it provides for any penalties or enforcement actions, Len N. will check the ordinance to find the answer and report back at the next meeting. [Tabled for a CD11 follow-up report at the next meeting.]  

The meeting was adjourned at ll:00 a.m.  The next Mar Vista Bi-Monthly LADOT/CD11/LAPD Traffic Committee meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, January 18, 2012 at 10:00 a.m. at Councilman Bill Rosendahl’s office, 1645 Corinth Ave., Room 201, Los Angeles, CA 90025.
