Call to Order.

Approval of Minutes of September 8, 2010 with correction in LADOT Old Business Item #1, second sentence, to correct name of school from “Stoner” to “Mar Vista Elementary.”

LADOT Agenda Items

Old Business – Progress Reports & Further Discussion of tabled items from September 8th Meeting:

1. Follow-up report on whether LADOT Signal Timing Section has completed the school-hours pedestrian count for the crosswalk on Barrington Ave. at the Federal-Indianapolis Ave. traffic signal, to determine whether signal changes are needed for clearance time when children are going to and from school, and if so, whether any signal changes will be implemented.

2. Report on history of mid-block pedestrian crossing accidents on Sawtelle Blvd. between Stanwood and Palms as follow-up to a request for a crosswalk and/or signal light at the location where an elderly man was killed in March 2010 while trying to cross Sawtelle from the west side of the street, and the police report showing the exact location and details of the accident (to be obtained by CD11).


New Business – Items for Discussion: 

1. Tree branches not trimmed prior to installing the new STOP sign on northbound Inglewood Blvd. at Victoria completely obscured the sign, resulting in several accidents, many failures to stop, and many resident complaints within a few days after the sign was installed.  However, a resident called Street Services, which responded to the emergency situation and trimmed the branches immediately, so the problem is already resolved.  

2. Request from a Beethoven Elementary School family for “SCHOOL” signs and pedestrian

crosswalks on Lucile Ave., which runs east-west on the south side of the school and the daycare     center next to the school.  Many neighborhood children cross Lucile going to and from school and many cars cut through the street, with few crosswalks and no warning SCHOOL signage.

3. Stakeholder request to extend red-painted curbs at two intersections, Pacific Ave. & Wade St. and Pacific Ave. & Wasatch Ave., to provide increased visibility for vehicles turning from Pacific onto Wade or Wasatch, where vehicles travel at excessive speed and there have been a number of accident close-calls.  (A March 2010 request to this Committee for 4-way STOP at these two intersections resulted in LADOT finding that STOP signs were not warranted.)


Other Agenda Items 

Old Business – Progress Reports & Further Discussion of tabled items from September 8th Meeting:

1. More follow-up and discussion re: CD11 staff’s tracking of problem areas identified by residents and traffic committees, where parking of oversized vehicles and overnight parking with people living in these vehicles is occurring unrestricted on residential streets, creating noise, litter, and health and safety hazards for property owners and residents; and CD 11 actions taken following the related Policy Motion brought to the MVCC Board by the Transportation & Infrastructure Committee at the Board’s October 12th meeting.  [CD11 & LAPD]  
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2. Report on results of a speed trailer survey conducted on McLaughlin Ave. between Palms Blvd. and Woodbine St. where traffic merges into one lane.  Results were not available at previous meetings due to a computer operation error, but the report should be available now.  [LAPD]
3.  Report on monitoring and enforcement actions re: alley cross-traffic which fails to stop before exiting either west or east onto Wasatch Ave. in the block between Venice Blvd. and Pacific Ave.  [LAPD] 
4. Further information re: repair and repaving of Warren Ave. to resolve safety issues caused by tree roots protruding from the street, whether the project has been scheduled in the 2011-12 fiscal year budget, and whether any progress is being made to alleviate the emergency-level safety issues presented by the condition of this road and to prevent serious accidents.  [CD11] 

5. Following up on complaints by resident Helen Sklar about beat-up, graffiti-ed open-bed trucks filled with trash and junk constantly parked in the neighborhood bounded by Matteson Ave., Wasatch, Mitchell and Wade St., creating an eyesore and nuisance, all responsibility for this matter has now been transferred to the MVCC T& I Committee for handling of further investigation and possible legal solutions to the problem.  [CD11]
6. Report on actions taken to get the many vehicles all owned by one person and parked for days at a time on McLaughlin Ave., ticketed and moved out of the neighborhood.  [CD11]  
7. Follow-up on a complaint that recent repaving on Wasatch between Westminster and Windward was lumpy and uneven, needing Street Services’ corrective repairs to smooth the asphalt roadway.  [CD11]
