Call to Order and Introductions

Approval of Minutes of March 10, 2010. 

Old Business - Progress Reports/Updates or Further Discussion of Items from March 10th Meeting Agenda:

1. Follow-up report re: enactment and effective date of Los Angeles Municipal Code revisions to ease the Petition process and requirements for securing permits to restrict oversized and overnight vehicle parking on certain residential streets in Mar Vista.   [CD11] 
2. Report re: results of a speed trailer survey and monitoring of speeding or other unsafe driving activity on McLaughlin Ave. between Palms Blvd. and Woodbine St., where traffic is merged into one lane, and whether policing activities and enforcement have resulted in a reduction in  accidents and/or incidents of careless driving in this block.  [LAPD] 

3. Report on monitoring and enforcement actions re: alley cross-traffic which fails to stop before exiting ontoWasatch Ave. in the block between Venice Blvd. and Pacific Ave.  [LAPD] 

4. Follow-up report on LADOT Signal Timing Section’s work at the Federal/Indianapolis traffic signal to change pedestrian clearance time and install “rest on red;” the results of school-hours pedestrian counts on the Barrington Ave. crosswalk at the signal; and the expected completion date for all work on this project.  [LADOT]

5. Follow-up on a request by a Rose Ave. Neighborhood Watch Group for at least a “one second delay” (or longer if feasible) for the traffic light at the corner of Rose Ave. and Centinela, to reduce ongoing accidents caused by red-light-jumping and yellow-light-speed-through drivers.  [LADOT] 

6. Follow-up on a request for police monitoring of vehicle traffic exiting onto Butler Ave. from an alley behind an apartment building on the west side of Butler just south of Biona Dr., where drivers fail to stop before entering Butler Ave. from the alley.  [LAPD]  
7. Report re: evaluation of a request from Westside Village’s Board for 4-way STOP signs at the Queensland and Greenfield Aves. intersection, for the safety of neighborhood residents, especially the children, after a number of accidents at this location.  [LADOT] 

8. Follow-up on requests to fill deep potholes in the alley between Grand View Blvd. and Centinela Ave. behind Floyd’s Barbershop and the Venice Grind, and also in the alley running east from the rear of the Post Office parking lot on Grand View Blvd. to Inglewood Blvd.  [CD11]  

9. Report on the outcome of a request from a resident in the 4100 block of Inglewood Blvd., for repainting the two sets of double yellow lines between Sylvester St. and Washington Blvd.. and stripe the median between the lines for better visibility, which LADOT referred to the Culver City Transportation Dept. for action because the location is in Culver City.  [LADOT]  
10.  Follow-up on a request for pothole repairs in the alley running west of Centinela Ave. and north of Venice behind a mini-mall and self-carwash.  [CD11] 

11.  Report on evaluations as to whether requested all-way STOP signs are warranted at two locations:  Wade St. and Pacific Ave., and Wasatch and Pacific Aves.  [LADOT]   
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New Business – Items for Discussion:

1. Request for the present installation.status for the STOP sign at Inglewood Blvd. and Victoria Ave. which LADOT showed on its NTM proposal presentation to the MVCC Board meeting on March 9, 2010.

2. Request for immediate repair and repaving of Warren Ave. between Rose and Walgrove Aves., which reportedly was scheduled to follow after Moore St. between Palms and Rose was scraped and repaved last year -- until the City allegedly ran out of funds and the repaving project was discontinued.  Warren Ave. is now very dangerous, with serious traffic safety issues and frequent severe vehicle damage, resulting from pine tree roots that have broken through and project a foot high from beneath the pavement and areas of pavement missing, creating obstructions drivers must swerve around to avoid and causing accidents.

3. Request for a STOP sign on the north side of Palms Blvd. at Rosewood Ave., for traffic safety because of the almost-zero visibility of Palms westbound traffic for drivers entering Palms from Rosewood.

4. Complaint from a resident on Barbara Ave. about several beat-up, graffiti-ed open-bed trucks filled with trash and junk, which are constantly parked in the neighborhood bounded by Matteson Ave., Wasatch, Mitchell and Wade St., creating an eyesore and nuisance.  [Note:  This complaint was also made to Councilman Rosendahl, who asked his staff to help resolve the problem. It is included on this Agenda for the CD11 report and for discussion at this meeting.   Similar situations exist elsewhere, e.g., the Modjeska cul-de-sac off Inglewood Blvd. where a business owner illegally parks his numerous business vehicles.]

5. Request to investigate: (1) removal of the previous SCHOOL and SCHOOL XING signs from the Inglewood/Rose Ave. crosswalk and approaches when the new STOP signs were installed; there are now no signs to show this is a school crosswalk;  (2) lack of a “Stop Bar” between the street-painted word STOP on northbound Inglewood and the crosswalk , so many vehicles stop on the crosswalk instead of before it, a dangerous situation for a person in the crosswalk; and (3) the painted “Stop Bar” at the STOP sign on southbound Inglewood is painted on the westside Rose traffic lane because east Rose jogs and is not directly across from west Rose.  These anomalies should be reviewed and corrected, as crosswalk safety was the whole reason for installing the STOP signs  [Submitted by Linda Guagliano.]  

6. Afternoon traffic on Bundy south of Pico Blvd. is severely impeded because the traffic light cycle at Pearl St. is over 20 seconds, and bus drivers and regular riders are complaining about the resulting jam-up, which often extends across Pico.  Also, the traffic signal at Bundy and Ocean Park should be longer for afternoon southbound Bundy traffic because the northbound left turn arrow means a shorter light for southbound through traffic.  Northbound Bundy traffic flow is satisfactory all day but the flow is not adjusted for southbound peak (p.m.) traffic times.  [Submitted by Sharon Commins.]

7. Request for repainting of faded STOP and crosswalk lines on all four sides of the busy intersection of Inglewood and Palms Blvd., for pedestrian safety, as drivers often do not notice people crossing the street.

8. Request for crosswalks to be painted on all four sides at the Inglewood Blvd. and Charnock Ave. intersection, where there are now no crosswalks and many people walk or run through here between Venice and National Blvds.
