Call to Order and Introductions

Approval of Minutes of January 13, 2010, with correction to last paragraph which incorrectly refers to the next Committee meeting date as February 10, 2010 instead of March 10, 2010. 

Old Business - Progress Reports or Further Discussion of Items from January 13th Meeting Agenda:

1. Follow-up on the requirements. forms and process to Petition for permits re: possible restrictions for oversized and overnight vehicle parking on certain residential streets in Mar Vista.   [CD11]

2. Update on whether open requests to Special Street Services for removal of parkway tree roots and permanent repairs of damage to street, curb, sidewalk and private property at Barry and Sardis Aves., at 11610 Clarkson Rd., and at 3347-69 Redwood Ave. have been closed or denied, and whether all such requests are now considered the responsibility of the respective property owners, who must request a permit, hire a contractor and pay for the work to be done.  [CD11]

3. Follow-up report on a speed survey recently conducted in response to residents’ complaints re: violations of speed limits on Beethoven St. north of Palms Blvd.  [LAPD] 
4. Follow-up report on monitoring and enforcement actions re: speeding and other unsafe driving activity on McLaughlin Ave. between Palms Blvd. and Woodbine St., where traffic is merged into one lane, and whether policing activities have reduced accidents and/or incidents of careless driving in this block.  [LAPD]
5. Follow-up report on whether a requested extension of time for the left-hand turn signal from westbound Venice Blvd. to southbound McLaughlin Ave. could benefit left-turning traffic at times other than during rush-hour, and whether a time extension will be approved and installed for such other times.  [LADOT] 

6. Follow-up on monitoring and enforcement actions re: alley traffic which fails to stop before exiting onto Wasatch Ave. in the block between Venice Blvd. and Pacific Ave.  [LAPD] 

7. Report on the results of a study by the LADOT Signal Timing Section on the feasibility of increasing clearance time for pedestrians crossing Barrington Ave. at the Federal/Indianapolis Ave. traffic signal.  [LADOT] 

New Business – Items for Discussion:

1. What is the scheduled activation date for the recently-installed left-turn arrow traffic signal for turns from southbound Barrington Ave. to eastbound National Blvd.? 

2. Request for speed limit and warning signs and other traffic safety measures on McLaughlin Ave. south of the Federal/Indianapolis traffic signal, following a Feb. 2nd accident in which three cars parked in front of homes on the west side of the street were totalled by a passing SUV.  This block is an “accident zone” where some 30 similar incidents have happened in the past few years.
3. Complaint from a homeowner about many speeding vehicles on Redwood Ave. in the block between Zanja St. and Washington Blvd., where two speed humps have not reduced the problem and where there is a high safety risk for small children living in the homes and for the large groups of students who walk through the block daily from Venice High School to the bus stop on Washington.  [Note:  There are some 30 MPH speed limit signs on Zanja St. but only 15 MPH signs on Redwood for the speed humps.]
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4. Request by a Rose Ave. Neighborhood Watch group, on the advice of Pacific Division LAPD Lead Officer Theresa Skinner, for at least a “one second delay” (or longer if feasible) for the traffic light at the corner of Rose Ave. and Centinela, to reduce ongoing accidents caused by red-light-jumping and yellow-light-speed-through drivers.
5. Request from a Berryman Ave. resident for a red curb to be painted on the inside of the right-angle turn from Berryman Ave. to Francis Pl., to prevent vehicles, especially largetrucks, SUVs and RVs, from parking in the bend and obstructing visibility of oncoming traffic. 
6. Request from the same Berryman Ave. resident to put a STOP or warning sign at the intersection of an alley which exits onto Butler from behind an apartment building on the west side of Butler, just south of Biona Dr., and whose residents do not stop before driving onto Butler from the alley.  [Note: Similar to the situation on Wasatch Ave.; see Old Business Item #6.]
7. Request for painting a center line on Victoria Ave. between Boise and Stewart Aves., to separate traffic lanes on this hill where a recent head-on collision accident injured a young school-child in one car.
8. Request from Westside Village’s Board for 4-way STOP signs at the Queensland and Greenfield Aves. intersection, for the safety of neighborhood residents, especially the children, after a number of accidents at this location.
9. Request from a resident on Pacific Ave. to fill the deep potholes in the alley between Grand View Blvd. and Centinela Ave., which runs from Grand View behind Floyd’s Barbershop and the Venice Grind and exits on Centinela next to the Vineyard.
10.  Request from a resident in the 4100 block of Inglewood Blvd., that the two sets of double yellow lines, indicating a median, which are located in that block, between Sylvester St. and Washington Blvd., be repainted for better visibility and to cover up the old broken lines, and that, if possible,  horizontal striping be added between the sets of double lines to avoid the median area being mistaken for a turn lane.  Many cars drive right over the median due to its limited visibility, especially in the rain and at night, presenting a safety hazard which can and should be mitigated.
