Old Business - Progress Reports or Further Discussion of Items from Mar. 11th Meeting Agenda:

1. Progress report on enforcement of posted truck weight limits on residential streets south of Venice Blvd. [LAPD]
2. Follow-up on final determination, if any, on the current pilot program in other areas to restrict oversize vehicles and overnight parking on residential streets, and timing of the possible inclusion of Mar Vista in such a program. [CD11]

3. Update report on mitigation of tree roots damage to pavement at Barry and Sardis Aves. [CD11]

4. Update on enforcement of posted weight limits on Rose Ave. east of Walgrove Ave.  [LAPD]

5. Update report on a request that garbage trucks going to Venice for trash collection be stopped from traveling through Rose Ave.  [LAPD and CD11] 

6. Follow-up report by Officer Joe Pollack on his investigation of whether speeding vehicles at the intersection of Venice Blvd. and Wade St. may be a factor in several accidents reported at this location.  [LAPD] 

7. Follow-up report and any action taken re: a complaint that a neighbor emptying his pool into the alley behind 3500 Centinela Ave. has at least partially caused the dangerously potholed and flooded condition of the alley. [CD11] 

8. Update on actions taken re: violations of speed limits on Beethoven St. north of Palms Blvd.  and on Rose Ave. between Walgrove and Morningside.  [LAPD]

9. Follow-up report on whether the deepest potholes in the alley between Beethoven & Moore Sts. north of Venice Blvd. and in the alley behind 3500 Centinela Ave. can be filled/repaired for safety reasons, despite a current City administrative hold on repaving/repairing alleys.  [CD11] 

10.  Update re:  replacement of the damaged East Blvd. street sign.  [LADOT]
11.  Follow-up report re: request to install a paved sidewalk on the south side of Rose Ave., from Centinela Ave. west to Colonial Ave., to replace the present pedestrian-unsafe dirt footpath.  [CD11]
12.  Follow-up re: request to install stop signs at the intersection of Pacific and Frances Aves. due to  safety concerns after several vehicle accidents at the location.  [LADOT] 

13.  Progress report re: changing the speed limit from 35 MPH to 30 MPH on Palms Blvd. between Walgrove and McLaughlin Aves.  [LADOT] 

14.  Update on installation of new signs to conform with the changed parking rates, times and the hours of enforcement for parking meters on Venice Blvd.  [CD11] 

15.  Follow-up on reported surface bump or dip on newly repaved Palms Blvd. Bridge.  [CD11] 

16.  Update re: reported safety problem on Clarkson/Barry Ave. curve due to speeding and wrong-side driving by cut-thru traffic during afternoon commuter hours.  [LAPD] 
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New Business – Items for Discussion: 

1. Request for an ALL-WAY STOP at Military Blvd. and Palms Blvd., to replace the current 2-WAY STOP signs on Military only; and request for a pedestrian crosswalk across Palms at the ALL-WAY STOP, to afford Palms Middle School students and patrons of the Trader Joe’s strip mall on the northeast corner of Palms and Sepulveda Blvds. a safer route to cross Palms Blvd.

2. Response by LADOT to request from MVCC Board of Directors for a 25 MPH speed limit sign on northbound Inglewood Blvd. at 3280-3284 Inglewood; for removal of the 30 MPH sign on the northeast corner of Inglewood and Rose Ave.; retention of original 30 MPH sign on Inglewood north of Rose Ave. near Thermo St.; and installation of STOP signs on the north and south sides of Rose Ave. at the intersection with Inglewood Blvd. where the School Crossing signs are posted for the crosswalk.

3. Request to mitigate safety hazards presented by a home remodeling project in progress at 11431 Woodbine Ave.  The house is now closer to the corner of Butler and Woodbine than it originally was, creating a dangerous obstruction to visibility of traffic turning the corner from Woodbine to Butler.
