Old Business - Progress Reports or Further Discussion of Items from May 13th Meeting Agenda:

1. Progress report on enforcement of posted truck weight limits on residential streets south of Venice Blvd., with special attention to long-standing complaint about 99-Cent store truck making daily trips from store to Venice Blvd. via Beethoven & Moore St.   [LAPD]
2. Follow-up on final determination, if any, on the current pilot program in other areas to restrict oversize vehicles and overnight parking on residential streets, and timing of the possible inclusion of Mar Vista in such a program. [CD11]

3. Update report on mitigation of tree roots damage to pavement at Barry and Sardis Aves. [CD11]

4. Update on enforcement of posted weight limits on Rose Ave. east of Walgrove Ave.  [LAPD]

5. Follow-up report on actions taken re: violations of speed limits on Beethoven St. north of Palms Blvd. and on Rose Ave. between Walgrove Ave. and Morningside Dr.  [LAPD] 

6.  Update on whether the deepest potholes in the alley between Beethoven and Moore St. north of Venice Blvd. and in the alley behind 3500 Centinela Ave. can be filled/repaired for safety reasons.  [CD11]

7. Further discussion re: replacement of a damaged East Blvd. street sign, pursuant to receipt of a letter from Christopher McKinnon describing the sign replacement work as not done correctly.  [LADOT & CD]
8. Follow-up report re: request to install a paved sidewalk on the south side of Rose Ave., from Centinela Ave. west to Colonial Ave., to replace the present pedestrian-unsafe dirt footpath.  [CD11]
9. Update on installation of new signs to conform with the changed parking rates, times and the    hours of enforcement for parking meters on Venice Blvd.  [CD11]
10.  Update re: reported safety problem on Clarkson/Barry Ave. curve due to speeding and wrong- side-of-the-road driving by cut-thru traffic during afternoon commuter hours.  [LAPD]
11.  Follow-up report on MVCC Board’s request for 25 MPH sign on east side of Inglewood Blvd. between Indianapolis and Rose, for moving a 30 MPH sign on the northeast corner of Rose to its original location near Thermo St.,  and for installation of STOP signs on both sides of Rose Ave. at the school crosswalk across Inglewood.  [LADOT]  

12.  Report on striping, red curbs and/or signage solution(s) for the “dangerous curve at Butler and Woodbine” to control speeding and wrong-side driving at this L-shaped corner where a house remodeling project has exacerbated an existing problem.  [LADOT]
New Business – Items for Discussion: 

1. Request on behalf of the “new” Temple Ohr Ha Torah for designated 15-20 minute maximum curb space marked “Loading/Unloading” to serve elderly or disabled members of the congregation and for deliveries, and for one or two handicap spaces on Barrington Ave.  Due to the density of apartment buildings and rehab properties in the immediate vicinity, temporary curb parking or stopping is virtually unavailable at the front or side of the Temple property.
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2. Request for signage and/or striping and enforcement of forced merger of one northbound lane of McLaughlin Ave. midway between Woodbine St. and Palms Blvd. so that traffic is in one lane before the McLaughlin/Woodbine intersection, to prevent collisions currently occuring  between vehicles  turning left from Woodbine onto McLaughlin and cars speeding northbound on  McLaughlin.  Vehicles have hit cars parked on the east side of McLaughlin by the park and have ended up on the sidewalk in front of residences in this section.  This is a safety concern after numerous recent accidents and is a long-standing problem in this block between Palms and Woodbine.

3. Request for extension of time for the left-hand turn signal on westbound Venice Blvd. to southbound McLaughlin Ave., because reportedly there is only time to allow three passenger vehicles or one commercial truck or one vehicle making a U-turn to get through the light.
