Call to Order and Introductions

Approval of Minutes of July 8, 2009.  

Old Business - Progress Reports or Further Discussion of Items from July 8th Meeting Agenda:

1. Progress report on enforcement of posted truck weight limits on residential streets south of Venice Blvd., with special attention to long-standing complaint about 99-Cent store truck making daily trips from store to Venice Blvd. via Beethoven & Moore St.   [LAPD]
2. Follow-up on restrictions for oversize vehicles and overnight parking on residential streets in the San Pedro pilot program, and the possible inclusion of Mar Vista in such a program. [CD11]

3. Report on action, if any, by Special Street Services re: removal of tree roots and permanent repairs to street, curb and sidewalk at Barry and Sardis Aves. [CD11]

4. Update on enforcement of posted weight limits on Rose Ave. east of Walgrove Ave.  [LAPD]

5. Follow-up report on actions taken re: violations of speed limits on Beethoven St. north of Palms Blvd. and on Rose Ave. between Walgrove Ave. and Morningside Dr.  [LAPD] 

6.  Update/follow-up on whether the remainder of the deep potholes in the alley between Beethoven and Moore St. north of Venice Blvd. have now been patched, and whether any of the deep potholes in the alley behind 3500 Centinela Ave. have been patched as requested.  [CD11]

7. Further discussion re: replacement of a damaged East Blvd. street sign, pursuant to receipt of letters from Christopher McKinnon, and whether he will be reimbursed for his expense for the new post he installed which a work crew later removed.  [LADOT & CD11]
8. Report on whether the request to install a paved sidewalk on the south side of Rose Ave., from Centinela Ave. west to Colonial Ave., to replace the present unsafe dirt footpath will, if granted, be fully funded under the “sidewalks program” funds for the current fiscal year, or if adjacent property owners will have to contribute. [CD11]
9.  Update re: reported safety problem on Clarkson/Barry Ave. curve due to speeding and wrong- side-of-the-road driving by cut-thru traffic during afternoon commuter hours.  [LAPD]
10.  Follow-up report re: action on MVCC Board of Directors’ request to install a 25 MPH sign on the east side of Inglewood Blvd. between Indianapolis and Rose Ave., and to install STOP signs on both sides of Rose Ave. at the school crosswalk across Inglewood.  [LADOT]  

11.  Update on when center striping (for which a work order was issued) on the L-shaped corner curve at Butler and Woodbine will be completed. [LADOT]
12.  Follow-up report re: action on request for forced-lane-merging traffic signs, striping and enforcement on McLaughlin Ave. midway between Palms Blvd. and Woodbine St., where traffic is reduced to one lane before the McLaughlin/Woodbine intersection, to reduce or eliminate accidents between merging vehicles, parked cars, and cars turning left from Woodbine onto McLaughlin Ave., and out of concern for the safety of residents from speeding vehicles which have been driven onto sidewalks and lawns.  [LADOT] 
13.  Request for extension of time for the left-hand turn signal on westbound Venice Blvd. to southbound McLaughlin Ave.; reportedly there is only time for three passenger vehicles or one commercial truck or one vehicle making a U-turn to get through the light.  [LADOT]
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14.  Follow-up report re: request by homeowner at 11610 Clarkson Rd. for street repairs to correct the obstructed flow of water in the street gutter, caused by tree roots pushing up pavement and resulting in a stagnant  pool collecting in front of the home’s driveway.  Homeowner is concerned about the both the foul odor and mosquito breeding.  [CD11] 

15.  Follow-up report on installation of red curbs adjacent to the alleys on both the east and west sides of Wasatch Ave. in the block between Venice Blvd. and Pacific Ave., meant to reduce the chance of accidents by increasing visibility, both for drivers on Wasatch to see vehicles exiting the alleys, and for vehicles exiting the alleys to see vehicles on the street before crossing or turning onto Wasatch.  [LADOT]    (Note:  this Public Comment was received after the July 8th meeting adjourned, but was e-mailed to LADOT for action.)

New Business – Items for Discussion:
1.  Request to trim tree branches obscuring visibility of the STOP sign on northbound Corinth Ave.at

Stanwood, where there have been reported accidents and near-misses due to northbound vehicles on Corinth failing to stop at the intersection.

2. Request to put a marked (painted) crosswalk on Barrington Ave. at Navy St., as people with      limited mobility find it is a very long walk from National to Federal (Indianapolis) to cross Barrington in a marked crosswalk, and in addition, many people randomly cross Barrington in that stretch.  (It should be noted that there is no signal or STOP sign on Barrington at Navy, but there are traffic lights for the crosswalks at both National and Federal.)

3. Request to lengthen the timing of the red light for pedestrians crossing Barrington at Federal Ave., presently set at 15 seconds duration, as some people find it difficult to cross in that time.

4. Request for two additional STOP signs at the intersections of Grand View Blvd. and Victoria Ave. to create a 4-way STOP at this intersection, to improve the safety of both vehicular and pedestrian traffic.
