ecstasy, etc.) that result in the arrest of the offending individual for
prosecution under California health and Safety Codes 11350, 11351,
11377, 11378.

c. Discussion of feasibility and process to create a “rock garden” along the
underpass on Venice Blvd. similar to the rock areas along Culver Blvd.

Appeal
for volunteer(s) to research and design.
